The ​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​June SLPHA Board meeting was called to order by President S. Rosen at 7:08pm.  Agenda was presented to the Board and reviewed.  No changes were made.
Board members present:  S. Rosen, D. McIntyre, J. Palmer, D. Larson, M. Speicher, C. Myers, J. Broderson, P. Bolin, T. Donahue, H. Noreen and J. Arko.
Minutes of the May 2009 meeting were reviewed.  J. Broderson motioned to approve the minutes.  H. Noreen seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
PULL TAB REPORT
M. Speicher presented to the Board the April and May Pull Tab report for review. (See attached.)
April Report:
Gross receipts were $239,470.

Prizes paid were $201,925.

Net receipts were $37,545.

Through April (a ten month period), the profits are $21,300 above projections.

The ending cash balance of $23,923 was $29,672 above plan.

April gross receipts were $26,330 above plan and deposits were $4,068 above plan.

May Report:
Ending cash balance was $18,907.  This is $37,080 ahead of projected cash balances.

The May deposits were $38,770.  The budget is $33,477.

Approved May Allowable expenses were $45,456; actual expenses paid were $27,942.

Approved May Lawful expenditures were $20,500; actual expenses paid were $15,843.

Pre-approval of June Lawful Purpose and Allowable Expenditures:
Allowable expenses totaling $44,856 are presented for approval.

Lawful purpose expenses totaling $8,500 are presented for approval.

H. Noreen motioned to approve$44,856 for the allowable expenses for June.  D. Larson seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

D. McIntyre motioned to approve $8,500 for lawful purpose expenses.  H. Noreen seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  

M. Speicher noted ice bills have been paid for the 2008/2009.  Also noted was the 2008 audit is underway.   
PRESIDENT’S REPORT
S. Rosen reported the Dollars for Scholars recipients for this year were Evan Nagel who received $1,000 and Abigail Vig who received $500.

The Storm co-op is still under review by the District 1 Board. A copy of the D-1 Board Minutes from May 11th D-1 concerning this issue were read.  The below excerpt from the May 11th D-1 Minutes were read:
“District Director Tom Mickus:

· “Southwest, St. Louis Park, Washburn, and Richfield Discussion about having the 4 together.  Tom Mickus restated his position of not supporting a four Association co-op.  Southwest – 2/3 of players are young players, St. Louis Park is taking Squirts back.

· Although it is the District Director’s final decision, Tom Mickus would like to hear how all District 1 Associations look at possible Minneapolis co-ops.

· MOTION:  For next two years – support 3 way merger:  Richfield, Southwest and Washburn for PeeWee and Bantam.  St. Louis Park could be included at the Bantams for next year and then would not be included after that.  (Steve Wendorf).  Motion died for lack of a second.

· MOTION:  The District 1 Board support a 4 way co-op for 2009-2010 season to include Southwest, St. Louis Park, Washburn, and Richfield for Pee Wee and Bantam (all levels – A, B, and C). (Newt Fuller) (Sherri Knight).  Discussion.  Sizes of Associations.  Cross-District co-ops.  Surrounding suburbs.  Numbers don’t guarantee “success” – players must want success and work hard.  Need proper coaching.  Voice vote taken.  Motion failed 6-2.  Tom Mickus interprets this advisory vote as supporting his stated position.  If Associations involved would like to take this to an additional level, appeal would be made to Dave Margenau.”
S. Rosen will communicate with Tom Mickus, Steve Jecha and Scott Dornfeld that a final decision on the affiliation needs to be reached by June 15th.
A budget from each Board member who spends money on SLPHA’s behalf is needed within the week to enable a preliminary budget to be put before the Board at the July meeting.  
TREASURE’S REPORT
D. Larson presented the Profit & Loss and the Balance Sheet as of May 31, 2009 to the Board for review.  Reconciliation of finances has been completed with PAC; however reconciliation of reports with Southwest has not yet occurred.  Once the Southwest reconciliation has occurred it will allow a real look at expenses for 08-09 and will allow for a realistic budget for 09-10.  
M. Speicher motioned to the presented financial package.  J. Broderson seconded the motion.  Motioned carried.

DISTRICT 3 REPORT
S. Rosen reported in B. Hills absence.  Referees have agreed to hold their fees for District 3 play. 

 Two associations – Mound West Tonka and Minnetonka have had preliminary contact with District 3 in regards to possibly joining D-3.  The SLP Board agreed it would be a good to have these teams join the District.
Each association is to schedule Level 1 CEP classes prior to the start of 09-10 hockey season.  D. McIntyre will schedule those classes.

St. Louis Park has been awarded the Bantam B Regional Tournament.
ICE SCHEDULER REPORT
Position available. S. Rosen stated 125 hours of ice time at Hat trick hockey will be purchased at a rate of $125 an hour.
EQUIPMENT

 J. Broderson reported 38 sets of uniforms have not been returned.  These uniforms are from the U-10 purple team and the Squirt A teams.  Grant equipment from NHL Players Association has been received.  Fifteen sets of equipment will be available to help off-set the cost for financially struggling SLP hockey families to outfit their players for the season.

C. Myers reported she will be making changes to the volunteer policy to fit the new website including a set amount of hours per skater.  For the 2008-09 season 7 skaters – 5 families have yet to pay their volunteer dues. 
MARKETING
P. Bolin will be in contact with Amy Davidson in regards to recruitment posters.  Carlson Sports Marketing has secured a $7,500 a year/3 year advertising contract from Snyder Drug for the West Rink.

D. McIntyre stated typically at this time coaching commitments are being solidified for the upcoming season; however, due to the co-op not being finalized, the hiring of coaches has not taken place.

H. Noreen reported Washburn has committed to join the Storm girls for the next season.
