SLPHA BOARD Meeting Minutes 
of
MondAY, July 6, 2009
The July SLPHA Board meeting was called to order by President S. Rosen at 7:07pm.  Agenda was presented to the Board and reviewed.  No changes were made.
Board members present:  S. Rosen, D. McIntyre, J. Palmer, D. Larson, M. Speicher, B. Hills, C. Myers, J. Broderson, P. Bolin, T. Donahue, H. Noreen, J. Arko, and A. Eberle. 
 Also present were:  District 3 President Scott Dornfeld,  A. Davidson and H. Solomon. 
Minutes of the June 2009 meeting were reviewed.  B. Hills motioned to approve the minutes.  H. Noreen seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
President Rosen introduced Scott Dornfeld who spoke to the Board about the new residency rule which was approved by Minnesota Hockey with an 18-7 vote. The new rule reads as follows:

IV. B.2.  Starting with the 2009-2010 season, Affiliate Participation for Squirt-aged players and above is redefined as players attending school in the Affiliate’s geographic area, rather than those who are residing in the Affiliate’s geographic area.
  a. Mite-aged players may choose to register in either their Affiliate of School Attendance or their Affiliate of Residence.

b.   For school districts with multiple High Schools and multiple MH Affiliates, participation for Squirt-aged players and above shall be defined by one of the following:


i)  A player attending an elementary, middle or junior high school whose geographical attendance area is completely within the geographical attendance area of a single high school is a member of the MH Affiliate covering that high school’s area.


ii)  A player attending an elementary, middle or junior high school whose geographical attendance area overlaps the geographical attendance areas of multiple high schools is a member of the MH Affiliate covering the location of the residence of the player’s parent(s) or legal guardian(s).
c.   Changing Schools:  A player who newly enrolls in a school outside of the geographic boundary of their current Affiliate without a corresponding change of residence shall elect one of the following:

I )Retain full eligibility to compete at any classification in their Affiliate prior to the new school enrollment for one (1) year beginning with the first day of attendance in the new school, after which time the player shall become fully eligible in their Affiliate of School Attendance; or

ii) be eligible at the “B” classification or lower in their new Affiliate of School Attendance for one (1) year beginning with the first day of attendance in the new school.

d.  For the 2009-2010 Season, players that participated in their Affiliate of Residence for the 2008-2009 Season but attended school elsewhere will be given a one-time choice to continue participation in their Affiliate of Residence.  This alternate participation determination will continue through that player’s Youth, or Girls’ Hockey career unless the player moves outside of their Affiliate of Residence geographical boundary at which time school attendance will be used to determine Affiliate participation.

PULL TAB REPORT
M. Speicher presented to the Board the May Pull Tab report for review. (See attached.)
May Report:
Gross receipts were $266,726
Prizes paid were $223,473
Net receipts were $43,255
Through May (an eleven month period), the profits are $33,019 above projections.

The ending cash balance of $24,257 was $42,430 above plan.

March gross receipts were $53,588 above plan and deposits were $9,778 above plan.
June Report:

Ending cash balance was $23,934.  This is $42,727 ahead of projected cash balances.


The June deposits were $36,931.  The budget is $33,477.


Approved June Allowable expenses were $44,856; actual expenses paid were $36,987.

Approved June Lawful expenditures were $8,500; actual expenses paid were $267.


Pre-approval of July Lawful Purpose and Allowable Expenditures:


Allowable expenses totaling $44,856 are presented for approval

Lawful purpose expenses totaling $500 are presented for approval

B. Hills motioned to approve the allowable expenses.  J. Broderson seconded the motion.   Motion carried.  B. Hills motioned to approve the lawful purposes expenses.  H. Noreen seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

The Board noted the total amount of ice time paid for through pull tab revenue was $121,734.25.

M. Speicher presented to the Board a budget for 09-10 year (attached) in which projected gross was scaled back by 5% to be an estimated profit of $91,136.

 TREASURES REPORT
D. Larson presented a preliminary reconciliation report of the 08-09 year with Southwest Association with a preliminary total owed to SLP from SW of approximately $22,700.  B. Hills motioned to approve the pre-liminary report.  J. Broderson seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  
He also noted Wells Fargo donated three laptop computers to the SLPH.  The computers have been allocated to Treasurer Larson, President, Rosen, and Concession Coordinator Myers to conduct SLPH duties and store SLPH information so all data can be transferred by the next people who hold  those offices by the transferring the laptops.  

DISTRICT 3 REPORT
B. Hills stated the PeeWee and Bantam B will be split into 2 divisions. 

A new reading program pairing up high school hockey players with younger hockey featuring the Brady Brady books was mentioned.
The recreation league will include PeeWee through Bantam.  More information to come.

He also provided information for the CEP Process.  Registration and Level completion will occur at the same time to ensure coaches are valid.  Valid means:  Appropriate level sticker they are coaching is on the card, all stickers leading up to the appropriate level, and name printed and signed on back of card.

 J. Broderson reported he still has not received any of the Squirt A jerseys in addition to 15 other jerseys.  He asked approval to order socks and practice jerseys for the upcoming season.  The numbers of squirts are anticipated to be 75, for which socks and practice jerseys will be ordered.
REGISTRAITION

T. Duffy was not present.  In her absence Heidi Solomon gave her report.  On-line registration will be August 15th.  Discussion was made whether or not to keep a walk-in registration.  
CONCESSION/ VOLUNTEER REPORT
C. Myers stated the duties of the concessions would be more efficient if divided into three divisions:  Concession Committee (to run the stand); Promotions Committee (player recruitment); and Special Events (Hockey days, picture days, etc.)
She is in the process of changing the volunteer policy of number of hours needed per level of player. She will have suggestions to the Board by the next meeting. She suggested families requesting scholarships should be required to perform more volunteer hours and that the opt-out fee should be paid per player.
MARKETING
A. Davidson presented a mock-up of the new recruitment poster to the Board.  She will have Gleason Printing print up 2 pig Posters, 50 window posters and some yard sign posters.
P. Bolin will work with S. Rosen on St. Louis Park Hockey Day promotions which will feature Pond Hockey for adults and events for mini-mites through high school players.
TOURNAMENT COORDINATOR
We will host the Bantam B Regional Tournament.
HOCKEY DEVELOPMENT
D. McIntyre met with Jecha and Shogren concerning pre-season clinics.  Southwest discussed with Washburn their level of participation at tryouts.  SLP and SW are coordinating and voting on the tryout process which will follow the same format as last year.  No recommendations from Richfield or Washburn will be allowed.
Clinics will start September 14th through October 4th.  Tryouts:  Bantams 2nd week of October; PeeWee 3rd week of October; Squirts end of October.
