III. Open Issues

 Financial Report: Kurt Davis reviewed the current financial position and projected cash position at the conclusion of the current fiscal year. He continues to believe we will be even or slightly ahead of last year in our cash reserves.  

Fund Raising:  Reiterated:  VEHA offers a 10% rebate up to but not exceeding the VEHA player fee to any VEHA member who brings in a new rink sponsor. 

Board Elections and Terms:  The Annual meeting portion of the End of the Year Party was not well attended.  Kurt Davis reviewed our financial position to those in attendance and Andy Clark reviewed our accomplishments and challenges as an all-volunteer organization.  Kurt Davis stated that roughly 45% of the dollars used to run the Association come through our fund raising.

Michael Glennon and Michael Fratarcangeli were appointed to the Board of Directors as only these two volunteered to become board members. They will serve 3-year terms.

Officiating Update: None

End of Season Party: The Board was disappointed by the lack of attendance by our older players, and the lack of attendance at the annual meeting and the understanding of the importance of the meeting.  Too many parents were not paying attention.  There were about 150 people in attendance.


Several ideas were suggested to improve the party. Swag is important, possibility of a keynote speaker, recognition of players or coaches. VEHA, WECMRD and Vail Rec to give out awards. Possibly look for another date and location for the annual meeting.  

WECMRD:  After further discussion with the WECMRD Board of Directors and clearer understanding of the requirements of WECMRD in regards to the early opening of the Eagle Rink, the VEHA Board of Directors decided not to pursue an agreement with WECMRD to open the ice early. VEHA Board of Directors decided that the WECMRD request asking VEHA to commit to a 100 hours of ice time from September 1, 2009 through October 15, 2009 was not economically prudent or feasible for our association.   The Red Wing Alumni Summer Camp is now defunct due to the above issue with WECMRD.

The Board decided to pursue taking over the management and running of the WECMRD recreational hockey programs, Pat Hirn will spearhead.

New business:

Summer Ice: VEHA will sponsor a series of 3 on 3 mini tournaments during the summer, hopefully on Sundays either before of after high school ice.

Summer Camp: With the demise of the Red Wing Alumni Camp, Andy will pursue getting a smaller version of the camp in Dobson August 24th – 27th , Jim Bedard, goalie coach of the Red Wings has committed to come.  VEHA is committed to doing some sort of pre season camp and to maintain the $200 price tag.

Team declarations: A brief team declaration discussion was held. VEHA will be in a better position to name head coaches and team declarations after the coaches meeting in early May. Andy is talking to Glenwood and Summit regarding a multi-association Bantam A team for next year.  VEHA also wants to stress the value of team preview competitions with CDYHL and CAHA.

Coaching Meeting: VEHA will host a coaches meeting early in May as a thank you and as way to review expected player participation and team declarations for next season.  Date and time TBA – Dave Peel will coordinate.

Foam Core Boards: A motion was made by Andy, seconded by Alan to spend up to $500.00 to upgrade our current foam core boards and for additional boards to promote our activities to the community.
