Board Meeting Minutes

June 8, 2009 – 8pm

A motion was made by Andi and seconded by Dan to approve the agenda.  Agenda approved.

A motion was made by BJ and seconded by Deanna to approve the May meeting minutes.  Minutes approved.

No Treasurer’s report was available as YTD financial records had not been received by Andi.
During preparation of the association’s 2008 tax return, our accountants (Anderson, Hager & Moe) questioned the decrease in aluminum can revenue from fiscal 2007 to 2008 and asked Denise for an explanation of said decrease.  Upon investigation, Denise reported to the board that only one deposit had been made to the aluminum account in fiscal 2008.  A deposit of $702 was made in April 2008, with no subsequent deposits in the following 14 months.  

Denise stated that she would be in contact with Dave Depasquale of Hayward Recycling to ask if he was holding any deposits due SAYHA.  Denise further informed the board that Dave dealt only in cash, and that rather than sending us a check for aluminum collections he would make a deposit directly to our operating account at Shell Lake State Bank which Denise would later transfer to the aluminum savings account.
Significant discussion was held on the need to institute checks and balances relative to SAYHA’s aluminum can revenue and whether or not to continue to utilize Hayward Recycling.  Sheldon asked Denise to set up a meeting with Dave Depasquale to express the boards concerns and to ask for monthly deposits on a go forward basis.  Denise stated that she did not feel it was our place to tell Dave how to run his business.
