Significant discussion was held on the proposed ice contract between SAYHA and NWSC.  The board feels that the interest rate of 18% per month on late payments is exorbitant.  Further, the board discussed the possibility of negotiating the contract to allow SAYHA the ability to generate beer sales from 1 to 2 special events throughout the season (i.e. Ice bowling.)
