
Setting up an iCal feed on Blackberry 

iCal feeds allow your Blackberry calendar to sync with a calendar on the Internet.  

This will allow you to sync to a team(s) events such as practices, games, etc and 

have it populate your calendar on your Blackberry. 

Important: You must already have a google email acc ount(sign up at 

www.gmail.com).  You will also need to install goog le sync on your 

blackberry. 

 

Launch a browser from your PC.  Then go to the calendar page and select 

“SHOW TAG MENU”.  From here check the team(s) you are interested in and 

uncheck the “home” tag.  Tags are filters for what you want to show on the 

calendar.  Below is an example showing Peewee AA tags. 

 



 

 

Next go to the bottom of the page and select subscribe to iCal feed. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



A pop up screen will show a URL. 

 

 

1. Select and copy the resulting URL (which begins with “webcal://”).  Make 

sure the complete URL is selected. 

2. Now login to your gmail account and go to calendars. 

3. Under the other calendar section on the lower left of the screen select

Paste in the webcal URL from the littletonhockey site and select “Add”.  See 

example below. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



Go back to “other calendars” on the lower left and select settings.  Click on the 

calendar which starts with “webcal://www.littletonhockey.org”  You can then 

rename it to something friendly like Peewee AA. 

 

 

You can now install google sync on your blackberry by browsing to 

m.google.com/sync  on your blackberry browser.  Once installed, the google sync 

setup will ask for your gmail account name and password.  You will also have to 

scroll down to the bottom of the google sync options screen on the blackberry 

and make sure the littletonhockey calendar you added to your gmail account is 

selected on the blackberry.
