Waseca Hockey Association Academic Policy
     To stress the importance of academics to our student-athletes, the Waseca Hockey Association will follow the Waseca High School Academic Policy.  The basis of this policy is that students must have a passing grade in all classes to participate in athletic competitions.  This will hold our players to the same standard that students participating in “school” sports are held to.  Students who are academically ineligible may still practice with their team, but not participate in competition.
This policy applies to all Waseca Hockey Association players in grades 7 thru 9.  Students playing in the Waseca High School Hockey programs will be covered by the WHS policy and monitored by the WJH and WHS.    
Grade monitoring Procedure:

WHA players in grades 7-9 must turn in a copy of their grade report on the 1st day of each month from November 1st thru February 1st.  
Players who fail to turn in a grade report by the 7th day of the month will be ineligible to play in games until a grade report in turned in.   
Students who are failing a class will not be allowed to participate in games until they provide a new grade report showing a passing grade.

The High school liaison will notify coaches of players that are ineligible to play in games.  

Grade reports can be requested by the parent or student in the school office.

The grade report will be turned in to the High School liaison in a sealed envelope.  All grade reports will be confidential and will be destroyed after the student’s eligibility has been verified.

The grade reports can be given to the coach or placed in the High School liaison’s mailbox in the Arena board room.
