Fundraising – Sandy Johnson (Lisa):

Registration - Kaye Nelson and Chris Schweitzer (Lisa):

Kaye reported that 37 house players have registered to include 16 new kids.  Working on team books.  Chris reports that 36 traveling players have registered that include 7 new players. Girls – Tina Mariani (Craig):

The efforts with Coon Rapids to consolidate the 10U-A and 12U-A programs has fallen apart.  The Girls program is now recommending a 10U-B and 12U-B level.  They may have 2 to 3 girls waive out.  The Girls’ Committee has talked with the traveling committee about playing at the B level for these groups.  

Player Development – Jay Lysne (Gordy):

Jay Lysne reports that the month of August has been very busy with clinics.  The Committee brought a proposal to the Board of Directors to add a “Skills Sunday” program.  The 16 sessions will include coaches training, goalie training and stick handling.  John Puchalski motioned to approve the budget of $4,930.00 to include the cost of ice and instructors.  The program is at no cost to players.  Craig Dokken seconded the motion and the Board of Directors unanimously approved with the exception of Scott Miller who was not in attendance.   

House – Todd Cain (Tom):

Todd Cain reported that the House Committee has been planning the past few weeks.  Identified evaluation dates for the Mite.  New process this year is a House Coaching Selection Committee which will begin interviewing in September.  

Concessions – Michele Garcia/Manager and Karma Lindell/Accounting (Steve):

Michele Garcia asked Traveling if the actual times are available for tryouts so that she can begin scheduling.  She will work with John Puchalski.  The concession stand should officially open on September 28, 2009.  
Tournament – Lee Olson (Dan):
John Puchalski stated that CPYHA will probably have two PeeWee B2 Teams and if it makes sense to have both teams in it the Rebel Thanksgiving Tournament.  The Board stated that one team would be a part of the home tournament and the other would have an away tournament.
Pat Nelson is helping Lee Olson with tournaments.  They have the Bantam levels booked.  Lee has almost all tournaments booked for every level and will need to be notified if any are to be cancelled.  
Ice- Gary Rodin (John):

Traveling – John Puchalski (Pete):

John Puchalski talked briefly about the different ways that traveling can split the same level teams.  No decisions will be firmed until after the tryouts.  John will be meeting with Pat Janostin and a group of potential evaluators this week.  Pat will only take part in observing and some insight and will not be an evaluator.  It appears that we will may have 3 Bantam teams (A, B1, B2), 3 Squirt (A, B1, B2) plus one House, 5 PeeWee (A, B1, 2-B2’s, C), 14U-A, 10U-B and 12U-B and 2 Jr. Gold.      

Coaches Selection Committee – Mike Fredrick (Dan):

Interviews have taken place the last two weeks.  Communication will be sent to the Board of Directors for approval for the “A” coaches.  The Committee should finish up on the “B” levels this week as well.
Communications – Joe’l Brenny (Scott):

Joe’l will need the level of the teams for both House and Traveling to load the ice.  Traveling will need to send a message out for tryout volunteers.
