New Tournament Volunteer Policy 
 

Moorhead Youth Hockey Association is an organization run by its vol-

unteers including board members, coaches, coordinators, tournament 

workers and many others.  Volunteers are absolutely essential to main-

taining and expanding our association. 

 

The new volunteer policy requires parents to volunteer a specific num-

ber of hours according to their oldest childôs level of play.  Rookies: 4 

hours, Mites: 8 hours, 10U/Squirts - Junior Gold: 12 hours.   

 

A deposit of $20 per required volunteer hour will be collected this year 

at the time of registration.  Your deposit check will be held by Moorhead 

Youth Hockey (not cashed) until your volunteer commitment has been 

fulfilled, or until the end of the hockey season. If your volunteer hours 

have not been met by the end of the hockey year (roughly mid March) 

you will be contacted and informed that we are going to be cashing your 

check, or if there is an outstanding balance on your account (for example 

if you owed 12 hours and worked 6, you would owe the difference of

PEEWEE/12U & BANTAM/14U PARENT MEETINGS  ï MYHA requires the attendance of a parent or guard-

ian at an informational parent meeting for players at the Peewee, Bantam, 12U, and 14U levels.   This year, parent 

meetings will coincide with the coachesô parent meetings after the teams have been selected.   

 

MITE PARENT MEETING - The mite parent meeting will be held Tuesday, October 20th beginning at 6:30 pm. 

at the MYHA arena.   

 

SQUIRT/10U PARENT MEETING ï The Squirt/10U parent meeting will be held Monday, October 19th begin-

ning at 6:30 pm. at the MYHA arena.   

 

IN-HOUSE (ROOKIE, MI TE, SQUIRT/10U) 

Players at the Rookie level will continue to play cross-ice games throughout the season.  At the Mite level, players 

will focus more on cross-ice games during the beginning of the season and then alternate between cross-ice and 

full-ice as the season progresses.  Cross-ice games allow for more creative thinking, puck possession, shots on net, 

and player involvement 

 

The players at the Rookie and Mite levels use a blue puck rather than the traditional black puck used by the older 

players.  The blue puck is 2 ounces lighter, making it easier for players to stickhandle and shoot.   

 

It is important that the players have the proper fitting stick to be successful handling the puck.  The most common 

errors I see is players having sticks too long, too large to fit their hands, and knobs too large to fit the playersô 

hands.  When standing with their skates on, the stick should come just under the players chin.  Many young 

players are using sticks with too large of shaft   It is important that players use a stick they can comfortably grip.  

Many of the local sporting goods stores sell youth sticks which are designed to fit the younger player.  Last, play-

ers want to grip the stick at the end.  Often, players have knobs on their sticks that are to big for them to get their 

hands around causing them to improperly hold their stick.  Make sure the knob is small enough for the players to 

comfortably place their hands around. 



Two Tier Squirt In -house - This year MYHA will have a Two Tier In-house league at the Squirt level.  There 

will be four teams competing in Tier I and four teams competing in Tier II.  Players will be placed in Tiers based 

on their skill level and with approximately 45 players in each Tier.   

 

The Hockey Committee has discussed this model the last 2 years and decided to implement it when reviewing con-

cerns from parents and coaches, as well as looking at recommendations from USA Hockeyôs American Develop-

ment Model.  We hope that this model will place players at levels where they will be challenged and successful.  In 

the past, each in-house team consisted of two lines of players.  The first line consisted of the top 45 players, with 

the top ranked player playing against the 45th ranked player.  This created a wide range of skill and abilities on the 

first line limiting puck movement, intensity, and team play.  With the Two Tier model, the top line of the Tier 1 

league will consist of the top 20 players and the 2nd line consisting of the 21st through 45th ranked players.  Players 

will be placed on lines with players of more similar ability.  We feel this will be the best environment for players to 

develop their skills and concepts of the game.   

 

Squirt/10U Travel ï This year we will field a Squirt A, Black (B1), Orange (B2), White (C) team with each team 

consisting of 15-17 players.  Players, excluding the 10U, are not guaranteed to make a travel team.   Players will be 

selected based on their skill level and will be evaluated during in-house practices/jamboree.   
 

TRAVELING (PEEWEE/12U & BANTAM/14U)  

 

PEEWEE & BANTAM TRYOUT MEETING ï A meeting will be scheduled for parents of Peewee and Bantam 

players to discuss the tryout process between tryout sessions on Sunday, October 25th.  Times will be 

posted on the website and through email.   

 

TRYOUTS ï Tryouts for the Peewee and Bantam levels will begin Sunday, October 25th.  Tryouts will end Thurs-

day, November 5th with teams being posted on the MYHA website Friday, November 6th.  The Peewees 

and Bantams will scrimmage the Fargo Flyers on Tuesday, October 27th and East Grand Forks on Oct. 31st.  

The Peewees will be traveling to EGF for scrimmages the morning of Oct. 31st and the Bantams will 

scrimmage EGF in Moorhead. 

The season is fast approaching and we are looking forward to a fun-filled hockey season here at the rink.   

Most of our work is done with just a few touch-up painting projects left.   

 

The turf will be coming off the north rink on October 21st and ice will be ready for tryouts.  Concessions will 

open during our fall clinic sessions.  We had an ATM machine installed so you parents can hand out more 

money to your players for concessions. Thank you in advance! We are keeping our concession prices the same as 

last year with just one or two minor price increases.  We will also be trying some new products as well. 

 

I would like to thank Kevin Stein for painting the bathroom floors down in our lobby area.  Kevin and his com-

pany, Stein Chemical, have painted our floors several times since we built the arena, at no cost to Moorhead Youth Hockey.  Thanks again 

Kevin! 

 

If you havenôt heard, MYHA is in the process of building a new outdoor ice sheet, located where the old skateboard park was.  At this 

printing we hope to have the boards ordered and have made contacts with companies to lay a concrete curb around the perimeter of the 

new rink to set the boards on.  We will need lots of help to put up the boards and we hope to have the boards the first or second weekend of 

November.  Iôm sure Todd Beedy or Brad Franklin will have more information on this venture in the near future.   

 

We are looking for a few electricians to help with constructing some lights for the outdoor rink.   If you can help with that please contact 

me.  Thanks, more on this later. 

 

The scheduling of games has started and will be completed sometime in October.   We will start posting events on the website as the season 

approaches.  If you have any questions about games or practices please call me, Iôll be happy to give you the info you need as I schedule.
