Tournament Information
 In May get yourself a good tournament coordinator, Kris Blaney.

June Get Board to approve tournament dates, order trophies, send in times and dates to Zak Dokter for his approval and get sanction forms from him.

July put ad in Let’s Play Hockey, talk to Insty Prints about programs and bracket board for the tournaments.  Also, sign contract with EMT service.  Right now the Bantam tournaments are handled with Fairview Medical and all other ones are with Blue Line Medical.


At a tournament:

Friday of the tournament get cash box from Julie at White Rock Bank.  Usually we get $300 for the cash box.

Friday night make sure that the arena is set up for the tournament.  Usually the home team that is hosting it will be there setting up the tables, decorations, etc.  If no home team is in the tournament need to have people there to set up for Saturday morning.

When setting up, make sure that the Sanction Form is laid out in plain site at the registration table. 

Before you leave the arena Friday night after setting up, make sure there are game pucks on ice in the announcer’s box.
Get the trophies out of the gear room and set up on display upstairs by the registration table.

Saturday morning of the tournament meet all incoming team managers/coaches as they come in for their games.  Check the manager’s book, look for district stamp and check all birth certificates and coaching cards plus cross reference staff report and coaching cards.  Collect stickers for the weekend from each team.

Coaches for Squirts and 10U Girls  need to be certified 1 or 2

Coaches for Pee Wee and Bantams and 12U Girls need to be certified 3 or higher 

Get scorebook read by placing sticker’s in book, making sure this is done at least 15 minutes before start time of the next game.  Do the scorebook for each game about 15 minutes prior to the start time of the next game so there is time to get book down to the scorekeeper.

Put locker room assignments on dry erase board.

Most important make sure Refs show up and the our EMT’s are there before a puck is dropped.

Keep track of scores on the official score sheet by the table and also on the big bracket sheet that is to be put up behind the trophies.

Tournament passes are numbered and that money is on top of cash box, all t-shirts sales goes under cash drawer.

If tournament goes to shoot out, get to the box and over see the shoot out.  Refer to shoot out sheet as no player can shoot twice.

If there happens to be a major issue in the stands, board members are to take care of that and also handle all complaints.  If any questions call President or Vice President.

President or Treasurer will pick up the cash box and do the balancing for each day of tournament.  Get all information about sales and receipts to Tournament Coordinator for a spreadsheet.

Make sure to the best of your ability that everyone has a positive experience at our tournaments.
