HINGHAM 4TH  GRADE RILES ROCKLAND

     The real story here is that this team has not been scored against in over a month.  And this game was no different.  Alex Diedrich, Kevin Shea and Nick Schofield represented the team as co-captains against Rockland at Lynch Field on Saturday morning 10/10.  Hingham chose to receive the ball and Kevin Shea started the crusade by receiving the kick-off and pushing for 20 yards.  On the offensive line were Nick Schofield, Michael Donius, Zach Passios, Jack Wanty, Will Hlidek, Wilson MacPherson, Graham Bates, and Kevin Shea.  A series of charges by the duo of Jett Littlefield and Jack Maude alongside a spectacular pass by Joe Cavanaugh to Michael Donius was capped off by the first of two TD runs by Jett Littlefield.  Kevin Shea topped the TD with a 2pt conversion bringing the score to Hingham 8, Rockland 0.
