The Meeting was called to order by Cristine Danielson at 7:30 p.m., immediately following the Executive Board Meeting.

1. AHAI Presidents’ Meeting Update

Cristine attended the AHAI meeting as the Club's representative.  She informed us about the Blackhawk Alumni Scholarships which are in the amount of three $5,000 scholarships for four years, a total of $20,000 per person. There will be a National High School Tournament to take place for the first time in 2010 and 24 states have signed up.  The Showcase tournament will coincide with the state tournament this year. New rules to be enforced by AHAI regarding equipment, penalties and off ice conduct.  New guidelines for uniforms will be addressed at the mandatory parent meeting along with the High School Code of Conduct. It was agreed that the Board will purchase six neck guards, 10 mouth guards and several rolls of tape to be kept with the first aid kits on the bench by the coaches. Jackie agreed to purchase the first aid kit as well as this equipment. Finally, Cristine advised that AHAI’s College Night will be held on October 12 at 7 PM at the Woodfield Marriott. Any player who wants to be eligible for the Showcase tournament has to attend the AHAI College Night at least once during his high school career.

2. Registration

There are currently 31 players who have registered to play with the Club.  The coaches expect seven more players to register. Of these 37 skaters, five are goalies.

3. New Track Suits

The Board agreed that the current warm-ups will be replaced. The new warm-ups are CCM, will be purchased from Jerry’s Ice House and will cost $90 rather than the current $125.  Samples will be available at the parent meeting for sizing purposes.

4. 3rd Jersey Update

After much discussion, the Board voted to adopt a third Jersey for the Varsity players only.  The jerseys are black with red and white trim, white laces and will have diagonal lettering across the front. They will cost approximately $140 each. Matching socks will cost $20. The players will be responsible for the cost of the jersey and the socks.  They will be worn for tournaments, special occasions and, potentially, Sunday home games.

5. Spirit Wear and collared shirts

No additional spirit wear will be purchased at this time.  Although each player must have one of the team embroidered collared shirts, Chris explained that it is not mandatory that these be worn underneath the warm-ups.

6. Tournaments

Currently, both the JV and Varsity teams are registered to play in the Northstar Cup tournament which will be held on the weekend of September 18, 19 and 20. It is also anticipated that both teams will play in tournaments over the Thanksgiving weekend.  Some discussion was held about playing in an out-of-town tournament but it is not clear when this could take place since so many players are unavailable during the Christmas break and over Martin Luther King weekend. Chris expressed interest in the Varsity team being able to play more difficult teams during the regular season and this will be looked into by John Daly. 

7. Website

Everyone agreed that the website is fantastic and easy-to-use.

9. Parade

The homecoming parade will take place on Saturday, October 10. Jackie, Cristine and Laura volunteered to assist with the Club’s participation in the parade.
