Jr. Wild Hockey - Frequently Asked Questions:

Q. Does my daughter have to ‘know how to skate’?
No. While there is a benefit to having worn skates before, or tried the sport of ice skating, our Junior Wild Hockey Development Program assumes your daughter is stepping on the ice for the first time.  

Q. My daughter has figure skated before, but never tried hockey skates. Are the skills required similar? 

Yes. Figure skaters make GREAT hockey players due to their knowledge / utilization of proper skating techniques. We have several young ladies in our organization who were former figure skaters. 

Q. My daughter plays soccer. Is there time for both soccer and hockey? 

Yes, there are multi-sport players at all levels throughout our organization. In fact, players are encouraged to play multiple sports. When comparing soccer to hockey, they are complimentary sports in terms of the flow of the game. 

Q. Does my daughter have to understand the game of hockey to join your Jr. Wild program?

No. The Jr. Wild program is a development program designed to provide participants with the basic skills & knowledge associated with the sport of ice hockey. It truly is an introductory course to the game. Our coaches and players will develop her basic skills; skills that form a strong foundation necessary for learning the sport of ice hockey. 
Q. What equipment does my daughter need to have?

If you own hockey skates (no figure skates please), a hockey or bike helmet, knee / shin guards and elbow pads, you would be covered. If you do not own these items, the Wild has an inventory of equipment that we can loan you (at no charge; limited in sizes).  
Q. Hockey is a rough ‘contact sport’, correct? 
There is no checking allowed in the sport of women’s ice hockey from the youth level to the Olympic games. There is contact, akin to that of women’s soccer, etc. 
Q. Hockey is an expensive sport with too much travel 

This statement would be false at the Junior Wild (introductory level). Our Jr Wild participants don’t travel and, since we have a sufficient inventory of equipment to loan (at no cost), your $125.00 registration fee covers your expenses. If you comparison shop vs. other youth sport activities (i.e. gymnastics, dance, etc), we believe you will find our fees to be competitive. There is limited travel involved at the U10 level. An added benefit of our sport:  skating is a lifetime skill.
