FUNDRAISING OPPORTUNITY

The New London Girls Youth Softball Association (NLGYSA) has approached our basketball association to partner up in a fantastic fundraising opportunity.  As some of you already know, softball has been working a concession stand at home Packer games along with the UW-Oshkosh softball team.  The NLGYSA earns 5% of the proceeds from this stand.  This particular concession stand is the largest one at Lambeau Field and the NLGYSA needs to staff it with 20 people for each home game.  They are asking us to provide 3-5 workers for every home game & we will earn a portion of the proceeds based on the number of workers provided.  Softball is looking to bring in a minimum of $10,000-$12,000 this year.  While our share will obviously not be this large, we can easily make at least $1,000 this year for our association.  If we continue this relationship next year, the funding could be much more.

We realize that many of you already volunteer for the softball association & we are not asking you to do so again for basketball.  We are asking those families that do not have girls involved in softball to help us take advantage of this great opportunity.

As an association we have been watching our funds very closely the last couple of years.  This year alone we will be spending approximately $7,500 on entry fees to send our 8 teams to tournaments.  As our association grows and is able to field more teams & tournament registration fees continue to rise, the only money we have coming in is the profit from the three tournaments we hold each year.  The goal of the association has always been to NOT have a registration fee and we would like to continue that.  Other ways the money could be used include:  help fund the skills clinic next year, which would reduce the cost for the girls in the basketball association; improvements at the schools (new basketball hoops for the Parkview gym was suggested), help fund a scholarship for a senior girl who has played for the association, equipment and supplies, etc.  We would value any other ideas you may have.

Working at the games is a lot of fun & a great way to get to know other parents.  The parents always car pool to & from the games.  There is also a possibility of child care being available to you, if needed.

We realize this is very short notice, but immediate help is needed by the softball association for the following games:
