Scituate won the toss and Tyler Murphy, Shane Bick, Charlie Wichern, Alex Dietrich and Nick Beal lined up to stop any on-coming traffic.  Shane Bick, Tyler Murphy, Jack Maude, Michael Freeman and Eric Rubino all took turns tackling.  Shane Bick’s tackle caused a Scituate fumble and subsequent Hingham recovery. On offense, Shane Bick, Charlie Wichern, Michael Freeman, Zach Devine (C), Richard Miller (QB), Nathaniel Bosnian and Alex Dietrich stood poised to do whatever it took to win this game.  Gains by Peyton Crosby, Eric Rubino, Spencer Cassell and Kevin fell short of a 1st down and the 1st quarter ended scoreless.  

Peyton Crosby, Eric Rubino, Spencer Cassell, and Kevin Shea attempted again to score in the 2nd quarter.  Highlights included a 15 yard facemask penalty on Scituate against Rubino, a superb QB sneak by Richie Miller and a stupendous 15 yard drive by Eric Rubino. Everybody on the team contributed tackles including Cassell, Freeman, and Nick, Beal.  But it was Eric Rubino who saved the day when he wrapped up a loose Shark narrowing in on the goal line with only seconds remaining in the first half.  

Scituate kicked to Hingham to begin the second half of the game.  Nick Beal received the kick.  Despite gallant attempts by Cassell and Crosby to add yards to the board, and excellent blocking by Shane Bick, Scituate took over.
