	Test Your Hockey Knowledge


Question:  How many strides does a player have to take in order to be penalized for charging?

Answer:  According to Rule 606 (Charging), a minor or a major penalty shall be imposed on a player who runs or jumps into or charges an opponent after taking two or more strides.  When a player injures an opponent as the result of “Charging,” the referee shall have no alternative but to impose a major penalty, plus a game misconduct penalty, on the offending player.
