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CPYHA BOARD OF DIRECTORS
Board Minutes of October 20, 2009 

Gordy Littler, CPYHA President, called to order the monthly meeting of the Board of Directors at 7:08 pm.

Roll Call – Lisa Lewis:   
Gambling – Lisa Blake (Pete):  
Pete Lewis motioned to approve the transfer of $25,000.00 from the Gambling Fund to the General Fund for purposes of paying our bi-annual obligation to the City of Champlin.  Scott Miller seconded and the Board of Directors unanimously approved the transfer and payment.  
The Gambling Oversight Committee will be auditing a select number of closed games from July thru August and will report back to the board in November.  Bill Blake reported the net profit for the month of September 2009, and estimated expenses for October, 2009.  Steve Jones motioned to approve the monthly expenses and Dan Kaltved seconded. Mike Fredrick reported to Lisa Lewis that all coaches have been placed with the exception of Jr. Gold teams.  The Jr. Gold A coach has been approved as noted in the September 15, 2009, board minutes.

Fundraising – Sandy Johnson (Lisa):

The candy bar fundraiser had one box of candy bars leftover which will be sold in the concession stand.  Sandy Johnson went over the Rebel Wear Garage Sale.  The sale made $452.00.  The new hockey parents were grateful for the items that we had to offer.   Some of the small hockey gear was given to Tina Mariani to safe keep for the Taste of Hockey.  Sandy requested the Board to approve $225.00 to purchase 500 “Rebel Wristbands.”   The cost is .45 each and includes 50 free.  They will be sold in the concession stand for $2.00 each.  Lisa Lewis motioned to approve $225.00 and Craig Dokken seconded.  The Board of Directors unanimously approved the motion.

Sandy Johnson talked about the Holiday Wreath Fundraiser.  Drop off dates for orders and money are October 24th and November 7th with the pick up of the product on November 22, 2009.  Most of the items sold will profit $6.00 - $10.00 each.  100% of the proceeds will go towards players’ ice bills.  The credits should be reflected on the December ice bills.    

Special Events – Tammie Dokken (Craig):

Lisa Lewis motioned to approve $400.00 for the purchase of 500 CPYHA window decals.  Scott Miller seconded the motion and the Board of Directors unanimously approved.  The cost of the decals is .80 each and will sell for $2.00.  The total profit for this general fundraiser is $600.00.

No report.  Working on ideas for speakers such as kids that went thru the our hockey program and are now in college, etc.  
Registration - Kaye Nelson and Chris Schweitzer (Lisa):

Collecting paperwork for registration.  Traveling registration is going well, but very time consuming.  Chris has to do an early signoff for PeeWee A.  Chris will come to the practices to get rosters signed off.  Needs to know if there are any changes on rosters as soon as possible.  Roster sign off is November 15, 2009.  Chris recommends that we register thru USA Hockey next year.

Tom Crowley reported that the house coaches met with Pat Janostin.  First stick handling was on Sunday.  All the dates of the clinics have been downloaded on the team calendars.  More information on the clinics to follow on the web.

Tom Crowley reported that SPEED Clinic has begun.  The House group has new Brooklyn Park parents this season.
Concessions – Michele Garcia/Manager and Karma Lindell/Accounting (Steve):

Teams are scheduled thru November 15, 2009, and will schedule the remainder after she receives the rosters.  Working with Rhonda Van Tuyl of the High School Booster Club to schedule volunteers for the Schwann’s Cup that the Forum is hosting from December 28th thru the 30th.  She will also be looking for CPYHA volunteers to cover the shifts.  We could also possibly be hosting the Section AA Tournament in February.  Doesn’t appear that we have many high school games scheduled this year.
