Pam reported about the Stay and Play tournament such as the State Cup and Silver State.  You can now get your own room without going through the tournament committee.
Old Business:  Soccerfest is on Oct 17 from 10 am to pm at South Valley lower field.  Several vendors will be present.  The different clubs are expected to be there too.  The first 200 kids will receive free hotdogs.  Applications for the spring season will also be available.  

Matching socks will be implemented in the recreation league.  Coaches of the will be asked to arrive 30 minutes before their game to ensure that the games run on time.  For the coaches that need to set up the field, they need to be at the field 45 minutes to one hour before their game.

The scholarship fund will be funded by the McKenzie Burgess Foundation, the UK Soccer Camp and the recreational players registration late fees.

Conflict of interest, the new IRS 990 form and the whistle blower will be addressed on the next meeting.

Guest player policy and procedure #6 will be removed.  This applies in the fall season of 2009 only.  
The Premier program’s head coach suggested renting a bus for their transportation.  Discussion followed and Richard is going to check on the insurance of the bus company.  The girls program is a go while there is not much interest on the boys side.  The board was reminded that the sole purpose of this program is to train like minded players to go to top notch tournaments.  

An email was sent out this past few days regarding invitation to players outside of the league.  Several agreed and several insisted on just inviting the league players.  Pam reminded us all that ODP is the state program available to everyone within the state of Nevada.  Premier program is only open to league players since this is league sponsored.  Pam made a motion to make the Premier program available to only the GBYSL players and is seconded by Stacy.  All in favor, one opposed (Max Jones).  Motion carries.

Randy asked the board what are we going to do in case Jeff turns his back and will not want to run the program.  Stacy answered that we are going to hire a new coach.  

Richard thanked Joe Mavis, Vicki LaRovere and Larry Calhoun for all the hard work that was put into making the schedule work.

The board authorized Pam to let the referees know that they have the right to stop the game immediately if the game turns bad.  The parents and players can’t harass referees.  The referees will also be notified that they need to wear the proper uniforms.  An email will be sent out regarding friendly games between UFA, AYSO and GBYSL teams.  This is not permitted.
