Richard informed the board about raising the recreational fees to $90 per player with the $5 going to the Recreational Coach coordinator’s pay.  Pam made a motion to raise the fees seconded by Tad H.  All in favor none opposed.
Tryouts will be advertised in the paper with a full page ad, 2/3 for the tryout and 1/3 for the soccer fest.  The league is asking $75 from each club to help pay for the ad.

The flood plain meeting was very well represented by out league and UFA.  GBYSL is donating $75000 and can give $25000 more.  A grant for $200,000 needs to be written for this cause.  This is going to be a long process.  Pam asked everyone to please let the soccer community to send an email to Harry Reid regarding this project.
