The meeting was called to order by President, Russ Crawford at 6:59 PM.

Approval of Minutes:  M/S/P to accept the minutes from September 28, 2009.

Board Member Reports:

President, Russ Crawford:  Russ pointed out that not knowing the rules is not an acceptable excuse for breaking a rule.  

President-Elect, Robert Castle:  No report

League Operations, Rob Shuman:  Rob stated the ice coordinators did a great job at the recent ice draws.

Bantam A live game scoring will not be used this season.  There isn’t enough time to get everything set up and people trained for this season.  


Scoresheets must be sent in as in the past.  You must send in the scoresheet if you are the winner of a league game, if there is a tie the winner must send in scoresheet.  Also for all hosted scrimmage games.
Make sure to note on your scoresheets the names of any players or coaches who are sitting suspensions.

Treasurer/administrator, Chris Evans:  handed out team assessments and Treasurer’s report.

M/S/P to accept the Treasurer’s report.

District Director, Brad Hewitt:  apologized for the mess with game scheduling that was caused by the entitlement issues.

Prior Lake/Savage will be penalized for forming unequal Squirt B teams.

Bloomington community teams will not be allowed next season.

Girl’s Director, Kyle Crowe:  absent.  Rob Shuman reported that 14U B level will have 12 teams all over the area including Wisconsin and southern Minnesota.

Discipline Director, Tim Mayasich:  disciplinary committee begins December 2nd.

USA Hockey Associate Registrar, Pat Fiedler:  handed out the rules for student coaches (see attached).  ALL student coaches must be registered with USA Hockey and must be shown on the roster of the team for which they will be a student coach.  Also handed out the level requirements as set out by USA Hockey for all levels for coaches.

Due the infinite problems created about not putting coaches on the roster that are not at the proper level or have current certification, registration will no longer be responsible to make sure coaches are properly certified and have current certification.  It will be the responsible of the ACE Coordinator in each association to make sure the coaches are correct and to get that information to the local registrar who will need to do a supplemental roster showing same.  Any coach who does not show up at the correct level or have current certification on January 1, 2010 will be crossed off the roster and will no longer be a coach on that team.
Any Bantam A or other team going to a tournament before their roster signoff date must get their roster done early and pay the $100.00 fine to District 6.

Supervisor of Officials, Dave Kemp:  Dave will notify President of association when someone needs to attend a disciplinary committee hearing.

Dave stated that a controlled scrimmage is one with no refs, no clock and the coaches of both teams are on the ice with the teams.  A scrimmage game is one with certified refs, use of the clock and a scoresheet is kept and turned in.

District Coach-in-Chief, Pat Westrum:  announced the formation of a new development program for bantam age players next season.  They would like to make it a statewide program

The spring advanced 15’s will have a new 7 week program.  The down side is it will be run at the same time as spring breaks and spring sports.
