. Electronic on line registration will be mandatory in Minnesota for the 2010-11 season.

. Once teams are announced they will need to submit a signed copy of their roster to Pat before participating in any scrimmages.  They can only scrimmage teams that have rosters.  If you are doing a scrimmage as part of your tryout process you do not need a roster.

. Team managers will not be required to carry birth certificates in their team books after the roster is approved and is stamped with the red stating as such.  

. Database Statistics – Team List and Team Staff Info reports are due to Pat by October 1.

Metro League, Don Strom:  Absent

Invitational Tournaments, Kurt Hyster:  Chris Evans reminded everyone that tournament applications must be in Kurt’s hand at least 21 days prior to the start of the tournament.

Association Reports:
Apple Valley:   they need Bantam C players.  The association built a dryland facility.

Burnsville:  no report

Chaska:  they have requested that Brad provide the number of kids from Chaska area that have signed up for the Rec League.

Eastview:  they are starting tryouts

Eden Prairie:  need a 14U goalie, 14B and 19B girls

Edina: need girl goalies at 10U, 12U and 14U

Jefferson: need 4 – 6 peewee players and bantam goalies

Kennedy:  need squirt goalies

Minnetonka:  tryouts started, they have closed tryouts to parents this year (a majority of players said they wanted it that way).  They are starting a Squirt C light team this that will all games on weekends and only one tournament.

Prior Lake/Savage:  absent

Shakopee:  no report

Waconia:   need peewee B2 and C players

Officials Association, Derrick Schluck:  Everyone must use District 6 officials for any scrimmages (including tryout scrimmages), all league games and all tournament games within the district.

Old Business:
. Brad passed around a poster for the Rec League.

. Handed out a notice telling how to get free gear.

. Saturday, January 23 is the date set for try hockey for free event

. Brad is looking for someone to represent District 6 on the Recruitment and Retention Committee for MN Hockey.

. Participation Rule – they are trying the fix what they have in place now and will probably have a new rule next year.

. Redistricting is being discussed again at Mn Hockey level.

New Business:

. Any team that shows AAA – Tier 1 on their roster is not allowed to play any of our teams.  Their will be severe penalties (fines, loss of post season play, loss of tournaments) if anyone plays these teams.

. Dave Kemp handed out the wording for the proposed By-Law change.  

   M/S/P to accept By-Law change as written.  (Chris Evans, Russ Crawford)

. Goalie pad size change rule will be enforced if the opposing team questions the size of the goalie’s pads.  See page 47 of the USA Hockey Official Rules.  If they are found to be illegal, the team will be assessed a minor penalty and the goalie must leave the game.  If the team does not have a spare goalie they will have to skate with six skaters.
