2. $100 room key/damage deposit –

Our Camp Staff is certified in First Aid/CPR and there will be 2 Athletic Trainers at camp 24 hrs a day. They will have an AED (Automated External Defibrillator) with them at the fields. At the first session (4pm Sunday) each camper will receive a water bottle with their name on it – There will be plenty of water at the fields and your child may get water anytime they want - Strongly encourage your child to begin to increase their daily water intake and cut back on caffeine drinks & soda.
