	Test Your Hockey Knowledge


Q:  The puck is in the goal crease. A defending player, lying on the ice outside of the crease, places his hand on the puck and pulls it out of the crease and into his body, thereby causing a stoppage of play. Does this situation call for a penalty shot?
A:  Yes. According to Rule References 612(c) and Note, the location of the puck at the instant it is covered or held is the determining factor as to whether or not a penalty shot is

to be awarded. If the player bats the puck out of the crease and into his body, only a minor penalty would be assessed to the player.
