The October SLPHA Board meeting was called to order by President S. Rosen at 6:38pm.  Agenda was presented to the Board and reviewed.  No additions or changes were made.

Minutes of the September 2009 meeting were reviewed.  H. Noreen motioned to approve the minutes.  B. Hills seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
PULL TAB REPORT
M. Speicher presented to the Board the August Pull Tab report for review. (See attached.)
August Report:
Gross receipts were $275,060
Prizes paid were $227,616
Net receipts were $47,444
Through August (a two month period), the profits are $14,784 above projections.

The ending cash balance of $58,523 was $16,238 above plan.

August gross receipts were $53,328 above plan and deposits were $11,512 above plan.
September Report:
Ending cash balance was $71,321.  This is $13,156 ahead of projected cash balances.

The September deposits were $37,768.  The budget is $35,932.

Approved September Allowable expenses were $35,568; actual expenses paid were $24,695
Approved September Lawful expenditures were $500; actual expenses paid were $275.

Pre-approval of October Lawful Purpose and Allowable Expenditures:

Allowable expenses totaling $37,368 were presented for approval.
Lawful purpose expenses totaling $500 are presented for approval.

J. Broderson motioned to approve allowable expenses totaling $37,368 for October.  H. Noreen seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
B. Hills motioned to approve lawful purpose expenses totaling $500; H. Noreen seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

M. Speicher stated the tax return is being finalized and should be filed during the month, well before the extension to file expires which is November 15, 2009.  He also reported he attended the required annual Gambling Manager continuing education classes in September.

BANTAM COORDINATOR

R. Doss stated the Bantam tryouts had started and should finalize at the end of the week.  There are 35 registered SLP players on the Bantam team. 
GIRLS COORDINATOR REPORT
H. Noreen reported tryouts for the U12 team were beginning October 5th and U10 tryouts start the 22nd.  The girls program is made completely with the Storm for this 09-10 season with the following teams: one U14B team; one U12A and one U12B team; one U10A and two U10B teams; and there will also be a U6/U8 team alternate between the SLP rink and the SW rink once they get underway.

Concerning district play, the U12B and U10B teams will be playing in District 3’s - League 3 which consists of 10 teams for the U12B and 11 teams for U10B’s.

Statement showed a total amount of registrations received $119,970 minus $7,235 towards player scholarships, equipment fees $2,501.99, coach’s expenses $3,040 and tournament fees $17,285.    J. M. Amundsen reported the PeeWee and Bantam games have been scheduled as well as Jr. Gold practices.  The ice for 7 of the Squirt practices are shared ice.  He is in the process of scheduling ice during winter break.
