A Message From the President....

Hi everyone,

We had a great season last year and hope to have an even better one this year. I'd like to take this
opportunity to thank our outgoing executive members for all their hard work and also extend a
big welcome to the new members who have volunteered their time this year to make Baseball
special for your kids. This season should see the completion of the diamonds and when finished,
should be an absolutely fantastic place to bring your kids out to have fun and play ball.

There will be a few changes this year as we continue to try to keep costs down while still offering
the best product for the kids. One of the significant changes will be uniforms. In the past we have
utilized fairly expensive jerseys which do not always get returned or simply wear out over time.
Repurchasing these items in the past has been a huge budget item. With lost government
subsidies and increased field costs, we simply cannot afford to continue to do this. This year we
will be going to T-shirts which the children will be able to keep at the end of the season.
Additionally, the grey pants will not be provided for the children by the association anymore. We
will be offering our current stock of pants to parents this spring at very reasonable rates. The grey
pants will still be required, but now it will be up to the parents to ensure that their child is
appropriately dressed.

Another significant change will be to the competitive programs. Like other sports, the players in
these programs will now be asked to pay more than the players in the “House” programs. Field
use, umpires and other associated costs for these programs will now be borne by those getting
the benefits and not distributed over the whole membership.

We are also going to try to start up some skill development nights this year. The details on this are
not yet finalized but keep an eye on the KMBA website for updates. As well, we expect to field a
Bantam AAA team this year and hope to expand our new Challenger program. There should be
something for almost everyone and we hope that all those who participate have a great time.

PEE WEE

We welcome all returning PeeWee players and look forward to the graduates. The PeeWee division will
again be taking advantage of the Parkcrest Elementary School gymnasium each Monday evening at 6:00 to
7:30 PM commencing Monday, January 4™ 2010 and each Monday thereafter until early march. There is a
cost factor involved this year to ensure dedicated participation at $20 per player, for the complete sessions
expected to be at least 12 sessions. The focus at these is to become more familiar with the basics of
baseball and a concerted effort will be made to have this happen. Oral outlines and written material will be
available and those that attend regularly, will be rewarded. As in previous years, gym wear is essential and
shorts are not recommended. Bring your glove and favourite bat, although batting cages will not be
afforded. Pitching techniques will be covered and a radar gun may be introduced as the session’s progress.
