This is CRYHA’s largest fundraiser which includes a raffle for an Ice Castle Fish House in addition 
to approximately $20,000-$30,000 in prizes to be given away to all those fishing and participating in the ac-
tivities that will take place on the ice.  First prize for the biggest fish is a Polaris Sportsman 500. 
 
This is an event for the whole family!  There will be music provided by Dean-O-Mite Entertainment, complete 
with a Star Spangled Banner opening ceremony.  Activities will include ice skating and a bonfire, games for 
the kids including minnow races, musical buckets, and hole drilling races, topped off with a BBQ featuring 
brats, hot dogs, chips, and beverages. 
 
This event, along with the Ice Castle Fish House raffle, has raised well over $20,000 for the Crow River Youth 
Hockey Association which helps improve programs that CRYHA has to offer.  It is a day for the whole family 
to get out, get some fresh air, enjoy some fishing and take part in all the fun activities that the DA Shiver of-
fers.

Scheduling Follow Up 
From John Reynolds ς CRYHA President 
The CRYHA board is working hard to find more indoor practice time for our teams in 
January. I think you all know how difficult this situation is every year for us as we have 
home Tournaments (Shivers) and Varsity games that take away a lot of our January 
indoor ice. January is also the busiest month for CRYHA home games as well, further 
eroding practice ice options.  

As CRYHA continues to grow and add teams, the challenge will grow more difficult. 
While we are looking into options and hope to have some adjustments made soon for 
this month, this situation clearly puts the spotlight on the need for us to come up with 
a viable practice sheet option soon.  

We are thrilled with our positive growth the past couple of years, especially in a tough 
economy and are especially excited that we have surpassed the 350 player mark for 
the first time in the history of CRYHA. Along with exciting growth however, comes stark 
reality and a more pronounced need to add ice options to accommodate this growth at 
all levels. We have looked at options to buy ice from other arenas in the area, but 
frankly, most of the prime time ice is used up by their High School and Youth programs, 
and most of what is left for us is late night or early morning hours. Even this, however, 
will not solve our ice needs going forward. We simply have to find a way to expand our 
current offering locally.  

Please keep your eyes open for an invitation soon from the CRYHA board to attend a 
new ice sheet update. It is time we put a line firmly in the sand and commit ourselves 
to providing the required ice to accommodate our growth for the next decade.  

I want to thank you for your patience this month on the ice schedule. I know it is frus-
trating to have limited amounts of practice hours available in January  and we are 
working hard to find ways to offset as much of this as possible.

Kids who are taught to overvalue winning might feel bad about themselves as athletes when they lose.  Darrell 
Burnett, a leading youth sports expert, identified two questions you can ask your player after a loss. 
Dr. Burnett stated, ―Get their mind off of a loss by asking specific questions.‖ Here are the questions: 
1. What did you learn today? 

2. What do you want to improve? 
To build confidence in your young athletes, emphasize the importance of learning new skills and improving 
their play rather than just winning.

Player Awards 
Did you know there is aéé 
òZero Awardó for goalies who have a shut out.   
òHat Trick Awardó for a player scoring three goals in a game. 
òPlaymaker òAwardó for a player registering three assists in one 
game. 

These awards are distributed under the following conditions: 
1. Recipient is a registered player. 
2. The game was in league competition (not scrimmage or exhibition), a sanctioned 
tournament, or a MH playoff involving only registered USA hockey teams. 
3. The game was officiated by a registered USA Hockey Referee. 
4. Eligible player categories: All players squirt and above. 
5. Copy of the scoresheet is supplied with application. 
6. No patches will be awarded for games in which the goal difference is 10 or 
greater (i.e. 10 to 0, 12 to 2, 13 to 1, etc.) 7. Limit of one of each award per 
player per season.
