Freshman Brian Baker also has five tallies this season, one coming on the 
power play. On the blueline, Grizzly Sophomore Brian Jacobs has 13 points, while Junior 

Dennis Capa has pitched in with seven of his 12 points on the power play. In goal, 
Sophomore Alex Pikunas (13-5) has a team high 13 wins on the season while Freshman 
Matt Toter (4-3) has a 2.29 goals against average. 
 

Scouting Central Michigan: The Chippewa’s are led by Forward Jordan Jakubik’s 16 goals 
and 36 points on the season. Forward Marty Lipar has notched 29 points this year and Nick 
Badder has ten goals and ten assists. Defenseman Joe VanderMarliere leads the defense 

with 11 points on the season while Thomas Murphy has chipped in with nine points from the 
back end. Between the pipes, Zak Knauss has played ten games with a save percentage of 
82% and James Bowen has appeared in nine games with a goals against average of 4.26. 

 
Piks Moving Up: With his next victory, Goaltender Alex Pikunas will tie Andrew Hansen for 
fourth on the club’s all-time victory list with 22. 

 
Freshman Rolling: Freshman Forward Adam Novack is one point short of being the fourth 
Oakland player to hit the 30 point mark this season. 

 
Magic Number 20: By defeating #3 Ohio last Friday, the Grizzlies obtained their third 20 win 
season in four years at the Division One level.
