Steve worked here about 6 years ago while going to 

college.  Our arena staff now consists of Hiram, Gary, Brian (Sally), Adam, and Steve.  

Thanks to these staff members our rink stays clean and the kids enjoy having them 

around.   

 

The outdoor rink is up and running.  We don’t have equipment to remove snow so we 

must depend on the city crews to come over when they finish the other outdoor rinks.  

Next winter we hope to have something in place to remove the snow build-up quicker. 

The ice is great and the kids enjoy using it.  The shack is warm but small. Since we don’t 

have glass on the boards our players are learning to keep the puck down (Holy buckets 

they might find out they’ll score more often keeping their shot down.) If they still shoot 

high they’ll be making many trips out in the snow drifts retrieving pucks. We will work 

on the boards next summer to make them even better for next season. 

 

Scheduling is coming along with some last minute make-up games and additions to some 

of the team schedules. I have received a few good suggestions from parents with regards 

to  improvements they would like to see in the future.  We will work on implementing 

those this summer and with some changes do a better job next winter.

Wreath Sales Update 

First of all, a big thank you to all of our members who participated in this years wreath sales. 

Membership sold over 1,000 green wreaths, 150 flocked wreaths and 100 garlands. I am sure as 

you drove around the Moorhead area this year during Christmas many of the decorations seen 

on the homes and business’ came from MYHA. MYHA membership should be proud to have 

the results of their hard work displayed throughout the community.  

 

This year MYHA was able to net approximately $11,700 from the sales of wreaths. A brief 

overview of sales by membership shows that only 49% of members actually sold wreaths this 

year. Can you imagine the results of what 100% participation would have meant for MYHA. 

We could possibly double our net profit; not to mention how nice the whole rink would smell, 

as we would need to store wreaths in both rinks. 

 

Please keep in mind that fundraising by membership for MYHA becomes more important every 

year as the operational costs of maintaining our facility and the many teams that we support 

within our organization continues to rise. We rely on fundraising to help offset the costs of reg-

istration and keep those costs at a reasonable level.  We are always on the lookout for fundrais-

ing ideas and ways to improve what MYHA offers to the community and our membership.
