Correspondence

· None
Treasurer’s Report

· Donna sent statements and Alex sent out a letter.  We are down to $4,000 in receivables and have received some payments against the aged accounts.
· PayPal: we sent out correspondence to clarify free ways to use PayPal.  Alex does not have the latest report; will ask Donna.

· Current statements sent out.  Some families are falling behind.  Alex to check with team managers to review past due accounts from this season.  Next step is to follow up directly with families.
Vice President’s Report

· Batdorf Buckeye team is not registered yet with USA Hockey as a Bantam team.  The age group should be 1995-1996 only.  One player has a birthday in December – can he be registered?  Several attempts have been made to get a USA Hockey certified roster, but have been written on, which renders it invalid.  Karen reported that Keith at USA Hockey will not allow a 1994 birthday on the Bantam.  
· Dan stated that Buckeye rostered the player in question.  USA Hockey states player must be 14 when the team is formed as opposed to year of birth.

· Mike stated he spoke with Hugh Miller of BTHL and Miller has no recollection of the approval.  The BTHL division director has been trying to contact the team, and James Stacey stated he has not heard a word from them.

· Official stance is that a 1994 year of birth cannot play on a team that is 1995-1996 only.  Looking at the USA web site, the age classifications are made clear.
· Dan stated the player will be removed from the team.

· Technically the team is not yet rostered with USA Hockey.  James and Dan will work with Karen to get the team rostered with USA Hockey ASAP.  They will contact BTHL to review the situation and get a ruling on the games played so far.  The team may have to forfeit all games in which the 1994 player played.  They will follow up with the SMAHL Travel Board with the results and further support, if needed.
