What is a Membership Meeting? 
 

Who is a Member?  All parents of registered skaters. 

Membership Meetings are open to the public. The general 
membership (parents) shall have the right to bring any issue 
before a membership meeting of the NBAHA. The issue may 
then be referred to the Board of Directors for 
recommendation, if deemed necessary by the President. The 
following month the board must bring a recommendation back 
to the membership meeting. If the President finds the issue not 
necessary of a Board recommendation, action may be taken on 
such by a majority vote when a quorum is present in 
accordance with the By-Laws. 

In general, this meeting is an opportunity where every member 
can express concerns, ask questions and to conduct 
membership business like budget approval, disbursement of 
gambling funds, land or building acquisitions or any non-
budgeted expenditures. 

A quorum of the Membership must be present before the 
Membership shall be able to conduct and transact business. A 
quorum shall consist of 15 Members. 



 
Arena Update 

 
With spring right around the corner, we can look forward to breaking ground very soon at the arena site in Stacy.   
 
Where will the rink be located?  Stacy, MN south of Doyle fields in the industrial park.   The City of Stacy has agreed to provide 
land for the building of the arena. 
 
What is the plan?   NBAHA has proposed to the City of Stacy that we build the arena using a phased approach. 
    
Phase I would consist of building the front of the arena (126’ x 50’) containing a concession stand, locker rooms, manager’s  office, 
observation area, Zamboni/Mechanical room, two outdoor lighted natural ice rinks, open skating area and parking lot.  The estimated 
cost is $550,000.  Construction will start this spring and be ready for use fall of 2010. 
 
Phase II will include converting one of the outdoor natural sheets of ice to an outdoor artificial sheet of ice.  The estimated cost is 
$600,000.  The order of Phase II and III could be switched, but based on current needs for ice we are currently looking at completing 
the phases in this order.  The time frame for this phase is dependent on when funds become available based on in kind donations of 
labor and materials, grants, charitable gambling funds and local funding. 
 
Phase III will include covering the artificial sheet of ice and adding bleachers.  The estimated cost $863,000.  The time frame for this 
phase is dependent on when funds become available based on in kind donations of labor and materials, grants, charitable gambling 
funds and local funding. 
 
Phase IV will include the addition of Varsity Locker Room both boys and girls with showers and bathrooms and a referee room.  The 
estimated cost is $160,000.  The time frame for this phase is dependent on when funds become available based on in kind donations of 
labor and materials, grants, charitable gambling funds and local funding. 
 

Why did we decide on a Phased Approach?  Last year it was determined that in today’s economy funding is not readily available to 
complete the entire arena project at one time.  Our need for a home arena and ice of our own is very real and can’t be put pushed aside.  
This phased approach will get the project moving and provide much needed ice hours sooner but still allow us to still pursue our 
ultimate goal of having a multi-purpose indoor arena. 
 
How is Phase I being funded?  Since NBAHA started a charitable gambling operations a portion of the proceeds yearly have gone 
into an account with the city to be used towards building an arena.  Part of Phase I will be built using the funds in this account.  Many 
fundraisers have been held over the years, such as the annual Power Play event, and proceeds from these fundraisers will be used.   As 
well, we are currently seeking in kind donations of labor and material to fill the funding gap.   
 
What is the current status?  There is a lot of effort currently being put into this project and a lot of work left to be completed.  
However, we are very optimistic that we will succeed in breaking ground this spring.  The land lease agreement as well as developers 
contract are being finalized and should be completed the next month.   We are currently researching capital and equipment grant 
opportunities and pulling together the information needed to apply for these grants.  A number of grants have been identified and some 
have grant deadlines as early as March.    We will be contacting local groups to ask for letters of support to include with the project 
proposal.  Securing in kind donations of labor and materials for Phase I of the project as well as future phases is also a major area of 
focus.   
 
What are the next steps?  Once the legal paperwork is in order, the City of Stacy will need to give us final approval to move ahead 
with the project.  At this point, we can pull permits and then begin dirt work and construction of Phase I.  We will continue with an 
aggressive fundraising campaign until all Phases of the project have been completed.    
 
Groundbreaking Ceremony/Fundraiser:   Watch for more information in the coming months on an official groundbreaking 
ceremony and arena fundraiser.  We hope to set an official ground breaking date soon.  As we have more details our fundraising 
director will be asking for help with the fundraising event. 
 
How can association members help right now?  Our biggest need right now is help with fundraising.   
 
Grants:  We need help researching grant opportunities and completing grant applications.  If you know of any grant opportunities 
please send them to arena@northbranchhockey.com.      The more information you can obtain about the opportunity, the better. As 
well, if you are interested in helping research grants or work on the project proposals contact Lisa at arena@northbranchhockey.com. 
 
In kind donations of labor/materials:  We are currently seeking in kind donations of labor/materials.  If you are a tradesman and 
have the skills needed to help build an arena and are willing to donate your time and/or materials please email 
arena@northbranchhockey.com  or call 651-674-4152 as soon as possible.
