

Waiver of Privacy Rights for Middle School Grades
                                Players on SFIHL Academic Probation and/or Suspension
The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) clearly defines a student's right to privacy and confidentiality, strictly limiting the disclosure of information from student records. SFIHL's ability to monitor student progress while on league suspension or probation is severely limited by FERPA. To enable SFIHL to monitor the progress of a player whom is suspended or on academic probation it is necessary for parents to allow the executive board of SFIHL to check, via the Pinnacle Reporting system, a player’s weekly progress in meeting the leagues minimal grade requirement of 2.0. If you wish to permit such a release, please sign and complete the rest of this form. This form should be submitted to the executed board of SFIHL
