Approval of November Minutes

Secretary’s Report – Teri Willenbring

Treasurer’s Report – Tom Frederick 

· The balance at the end of November was $57,658.18.

· There was a net income of $43,699.05.

· Ice rental of $19,904.17 was made in October.

· An audit was done by our accountant for March 31, 2008 - 2009.

· Fundraising.

· Total sales just under $35,000 for Butterbraids, wreaths and pizzas.

· Last year sales were $41,600.

· We haven’t audited fundraising yet.

· All fundraising credits have been given out.

Teri Willenbring made a motion to approve the December Treasurer’s Report November 21 through October 20. Jeff Richard seconded. All in favor. Motion carried.

Vice President’s Report – Jeff Richards 

· 4th Street key.

· The association could leave a key at the pro shop in the arena or at Hawks; have an approved list of names. 

· Decision to leave the process as-is; keys left at the Monticello city hall.
Gambling Report – Jamie Preusse

· Grossed $19,465 in pull tabs; $978 in bingo; $630 in paddlewheel.
· November’s income was $16,667.

· Checking balance as of today is $25,302.39.
· We were short $231 this month.
Teri Willenbring made a motion to approve the gambling report and the total amount of estimated expenses in the amount of $21,579.00 along with $5,000 for lawful purpose for the month of December 2009. Jeff Richard seconded. All in favor. Motion carried.

· Jamie said the addition of Chatters to gambling will take up more of the position’s time.
Jeff Richard made the motion to return to paying 1 percent of the gross revenue to the Gambling Manager and to put it up for review in six months. Brian Lyke seconded. All in favor. Motion carried. 

Registrar – Kathy Paschke 

· Brian Lyke said he and Kathy Paschke will streamline the coaches’ registration next year.
· There will be a mandatory meeting and would-be coaches will have to register with USA Hockey and MAML prior to interviews.  
ACE Coordinator – Brian Lyke
· Brian Lyke was appointed ACE Coordinator effective immediately.

· Brian Lyke said the association needs a clearer vision of what we want skaters to accomplish. 
District 5 – Mike Paschke 
· Coaching staff list needs to be updated.

· Only MAML and Hutchinson have signed up to be in the end-of-year Squirt A tourney. 

 Ice Coordinator – Jamie Preusse
· The schedule will be completed through a Web-based program next year; possibly starting in Jan. 2010.

· The association purchased a laptop for scheduling purposes; Scott Fredrickson will be the keeper of it.
· The association is on-budget for ice time so far. 

Past Due Accounts – Tom Frederick 

· Past due account balances for the following levels:

· Bantams owe $3,500 (plans are in place).
· Pee Wees owe $1,600. 

· Squirts owe $1,200.

· IP owe $2,200.

· December billings will go out next week.
