· All players will be limited to 1 goal scored per game, until each player on the team has scored.
Rules:

· All players are required to follow USA Hockey equipment recommendations, helmets need to be HECC approved.
· All players must be 21 years of age by the start date of the tournament. Photo ID is required at check in and will checked throughout the event. 
· Players may only play on one team. Players cannot play on multiple teams in multiple divisions.
