Fields Development Initiative Report:  Rich Maresco, Committee Chair
· MYS Board Chair noted that the Board is very appreciative of Rich’s efforts in the development of new fields.

· Rich reported that  the McLean Youth Athletics Board approved MYS’ Field Proposal which Rich presented to them:
MYS will build two artificial turf fields at Linway Terrace Park and Springhill #7  and support the assignment of 20% of the usage to other MYA sports.  For this assignment to MYA, MYS will maintain preferred access status for the Police and MYS (Holladay) fields. 
· Rich thanked Bill Gray, who has been a tremendous help to the Field Development Committee.

· Bill will be applying for a mini-grant of $150,000 to offset the costs of the construction at Linway Terrace Park.
