Minutes of the January, 2009 meeting had been reviewed.  B. Hill motioned to approve the minutes. J. Brodersen seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
PULL TAB REPORT
M. Speicher presented to the Board the October Pull Tab report for review. (See attached.)
December Report:
Gross receipts were $291,144
Prizes paid were $243,254
Net receipts were $47,890
Through December (a six month period), the profits are $10,315 above projections.

The ending cash balance of $23,935 was $15,587 above plan.

December gross receipts were $69,412 above plan and deposits were $11,958 above plan.
January Report:
Ending cash balance was $21,276.  This is $8,356 ahead of projected cash balances.

The January deposits were $36,275.  The budget is $35,932.

Approved January Allowable expenses were $52,868; actual expenses paid were $38,643.
Approved January Lawful expenditures were $500; actual expenses paid were $291.

Pre-approval of February Lawful Purpose and Allowable Expenditures:

Allowable expenses totaling $52,868 were presented for approval.
Lawful purpose expenses totaling $550 are presented for approval.
State mandated annual certified physical inventory and cash count was conducted by LAWCO on January 1, 2010. The required forms were filed with the state within 30 days from the end of the year requirement.  B. Hills motioned to approve allowable expenses totaling $52,868 for February. D. Larson seconded the motion.  Motion carried. B. Hills motioned to approve lawful purpose expenses totaling $550 J. Brodersen seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Noticed was received from the IRS that our annual payment hadn’t been received. Mitch found cancelled check to the IRS and will contact to clear up.
PRESIDENT’S REPORT

S. Rosen spoke about the request from Dollar’s for Scholars for scholarships to SLP High School Seniors totaling $2,500. Three scholarships will be awarded this year; $500 for the Gary Shute Memorial, $1,000 for the SLPHA Scholarship and new this year $1,000 for the Jim Bayers Memorial Scholarship.
Steve attending the district 3 presidents meeting.  Four new members were added to district 3 as part of the new MN Hockey redistricting.  The sizes of the associations in district 3 are: Armstrong/Cooper (460), Crow River (350), Hopkins (325), Mound/Westonka (330), North Metro (360), Orono (440), Osseo/Maple Grove (950), Southwest (300), St. Louis Park (320), Washburn (350), Wayzata (1100).  Steve also mentioned that there has been a 35% increase in game misconduct penalties this year. Most penalties were checking from behind.  There was also a mention of increased language and racial altercations. 
Steve spoke about the partnership with the Podeins for a summer hockey camp.  If run through the association there would be considerable savings allowing the costs to be lower.  Insurance would be covered under USA hockey if each player was registered.  Steve was going to provide the board with accounting numbers to look at the monetary exposure the association would have. 

Scott Dornfeld spoke about redistricting and new participation rule from Minnesota Hockey.

New to District 3 next year will be Washburn, Southwest, Crow River, Mound-West Tonka making 11 associations.  Scott also talked about the redistricting throughout the state. District 1 will have a few associations and will be have recreational teams. 

The participation/registration rule will go back to where you live and will allow you to register in the association where your child attends school. Details are on the MN hockey web site. This will make it much easier for registrars.
