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Hi Everyone, 
 As we start getting ready for a new season I'd like to again thank our outgoing executive members for their 
hard work last year. As well, I would like to welcome our new members whose efforts will ensure a great 
season is had by all. We still do have a few positions that need to be filled. If you can help out please contact 
me or any other member of the executive for more information - your kids will appreciate it. 
The diamonds continue to be worked on and should be completed this season. When finished, we should 
have 2 diamonds for each division. As well there will be 3 batting cages, covered dugouts and a variety of 
general improvements all over the park. Last year a few people asked about trees - whether they were being 
replaced, and city managers assure me that this is also part of the plan (I do not have a timeline on that yet). 
It will be a fabulous place to bring the whole family. 
The executive is again this year continuing to make changes that we feel will give all the kids more 
opportunities to complete. Two divisions in particular will be seeing some competitive team changes. In 
PeeWee we plan to field 2 Interlock (AA) teams (dependant only on registration). This will offer more kids an 
opportunity to compete at higher levels with more time on the fields than the House program. Following the 
Spring season we will have a PeeWee AAA team compete against the rest of the province. Speaking of the 
rest of the province, we are hoping to host the PeeWee AAA championships this year. Should we have the 
winning bid, it will be a great opportunity to show off our new fields and enjoy some high quality baseball. In 
Bantam we are excited to have a new AAA Single season team starting up this year. This along with an 
Interlock (AA) and House program will allow all the kids in this age group to have a chance to compete at 
various levels. The House program will most likely be integrated this year with other interior associations to 
offer more exciting and varied competition. 
Winterball is already on the go so please come out soon if you can. It's an excellent chance to get an early 
start to the season. In addition to regular Winterball we will be offering some pitching and catching sessions 
starting in early February. These sessions are currently being set up mainly for PeeWee and Bantam aged 
players. If there is enough interest from other age groups we would be willing to try set up another session if 
possible (space and time being available). Anyways, lots of stuff already on the go. I look forward to seeing 
you all soon.

CHALLENGER PROGRAM 
The Challenger Program will again be available through KMBA for the 2010 baseball season and offers 
opportunities for all players ages 6 to 12 years old.   Anyone interested in this program, please contact 
Darren Matthews, Challenger Director at dartmat@telus.net or phone 250-828-1129. This is sanctioned 
by Little League Canada, the City of Kamloops and KMBA.  The program runs each Sunday at Tadpole 
Diamond # 1 from 11:00 to 1:00. 

 
PEEWEE 

Winter baseball continues with clinics that started on January 4th held each Monday at Parkcrest 
Elementary from 6:00 – 7:30 PM. A pitching clinic will be introduced starting Monday, February 1st 
running from 7:30 – 8:30 PM and will be open to all players. Aside from coaches in these divisions 
efforts will be made to have TRU players provide input. As this last hour each Monday will be designed 
exclusively for pitchers, catchers are encourage to register. The cost for new players (players not 
previously registered with the Pee Wee clinics) will be $10.00 for all sessions ending in March. 
There are 90 Pee Wee eligible players for the 2010 season listed, 44 of which are second year players 
and 46 are first year players which includes one new second year player not previously listed. A 
concerted effort was made to contact each of these 90 players and records indicate all have been 
advised of the progress of the Pee Wee Division. Everyone has been encouraged to review the KMBA 
website as entries for this Division have been current. 
For the remainder of the preseason efforts will continue to be made to determine the number of 
players that can be expected for 2010. As a result of sponsorships all Pee Wee coaches will be receiving 
the Big Al coaches manual and each player the Player Handbook (14 per team). For those not familiar 
with the Big Al program visit their website at BigAlbaseball.com that provides a very comprehensive 
baseball outline for players ages 5 to 19 years and considered a worthy introduction. 
 

BANTAM 
KMBA’s Bantam Division is looking forward to another great year in 2010.  Currently, we are 
in discussion with some Interior Leagues (Salmon Arm, Vernon, Kelowna, Rutland) to coordinate an 
interlock group. This will give KMBA's Bantam division more diverse competition.

MIDGET 
Midget baseball is split into two programs.  The first program is the AAA Midget Riverdogs.  This is a 
select team that plays in the Midget AAA league.  Most games are double headers on Saturday and 
Sunday.  The team spends the weekend at the coast or two coast teams come to Kamloops.  The 
season typically runs from April to mid August.

The second program is a house program that plays in the Midget AA league.  This season usually runs 
from April to about the 1

st
 weekend of June.  Last year Kamloops played sixteen interlock games.  Most 

games are double headers played on Saturday or Sunday.  Teams travel Saturday or Sunday morning, 
playing two games then travel back home.  The program also has a game on Wednesday between the 
two AA Kamloops teams, with a practice on another weeknight. There are winter workout times for 
anyone interested.
