New Policy to cancel league scheduled games

ADD to SECTION 4.07 (e)

All teams will review schedule posted at the beginning of each season for accuracy.  You need to notify the league immediately if you find a mistake.  If you cannot play a game on your schedule you must notify the opposing coach to reschedule the game.

To cancel a game the league must receive a three (3) business day notice; Saturday/Sunday and holidays do not count.  You must notify the league referee assignor at gbyslrefassignor@yahoo.com at the same time.  Less than a three (3) day notice will result in a fine of not less than $100.  Teams failing to pay the referee fee will be placed in bad standing and the club will be responsible for paying the fee. GBYSL will not sign travel paperwork for any team in bad standing to tournaments.  NYSA will be notified as to the team’s bad standing which will be sent to other soccer organizations.  In addition to above mentioned items teams can/will lose practice fields for balance of season or upcoming season.
Weather cancellations, traffic accidents and other “acts of god” do not count.  An appeal process will be made available to any team that feels their fine should be reduced or dismissed. The Executive Board will be the convening authority.

A team that cancels more than 20% of league games without rescheduling will result in the team manager/coach appearing to the Executive Board for review.
