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Making Player Pass Cards
1. Collect SMALL face pictures from all players and coaches. Registrar should have most of the pictures. Call families to get missing pictures or smaller pictures if they are too large. Pictures can be from school photos, cut from candids, printed from a computer on regular paper – anything small. If pictures are too large, the families must send a new one.
2. Get cards from registrar. Anyone who registers late will get their card late. Players with missing paperwork (signatures, birth certificate) will get their cards when paperwork is done.
3. Have players and coaches sign the back of the white Member Pass on the signature line. There is not a lot of room on the back – have everyone write small and to the right side so the picture will not cover the signature. **If you are signing outside at the fields, keep the cards in their large sheets until AFTER the signing – they blow away easily.

4. Rip the sheets apart – never cut or trim. Referees may look for serrated edges. Each player has 2 pieces, white and blue. The white cards are official and will be laminated. The blue membership cards can be given to the players for a keepsake.

5. Trim any pictures that are too large and attach to the upper left-hand corner of the back of the pass.

6. Laminate with laminator or individual laminating sheets.

7. Ask the coach how he/she wants the cards linked together. Many have MYSA pouches with rings that need a hole punched in a certain area. Or use an old key ring or a large rubber band. Line up cards and punch one hole in all where it will not ruin the writing or picture. Link the cards and give all cards to the head coach.
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
