TRF guides all of our work in serving 
humankind locally and around the 
world.  It is through our contributions 
(yours and mine), as individual Rotari-
ans, that we are able to meet the tre-
mendous challenge of providing hu-
manitarian service and promoting peace 
and goodwill in the world, whether it be 
to provide a walk-in cooler for a food 
shelf in Elk River, dictionaries for 3rd 
graders in St. Paul, or a well and water 
treatment system for an orphanage in 
Guadalupe, Mexico.  The more we con-
tribute, the more we can do.  Fortu-
nately, despite the downturn in our 
economy, Rotarians are giving more 
ǘƘŀƴ ŜǾŜǊ ǊŜŀƭƛȊƛƴƎ ǘƘŀǘ άƛŦ ƛǘ ƛǎ ǘƻ ōŜΣ ƛǘΩǎ

Our goal is that each Rotarian will con-
tribute $100 annually to TRFτthat is $2 
per week.  We call that EREY (Every Ro-
tarian Every Year).  Every Rotarian in the 

United States, in District 5960, can af-
ford $2 per week.  Some members say 
ǘƘŜȅ ŘƻƴΩǘ ƎƛǾŜ ǘƻ ¢wC ōŜŎŀǳǎŜ ǘƘŜȅ ƎƛǾŜ 
to local projects.  However, the more 
we give to TRF, the more money will be 
available to do local projects in each 
ŎƭǳōΩǎ ŎƻƳƳǳƴƛǘȅ ŀǎ ŜǾŜǊȅ ƭƻŎŀƭ ŘƻƭƭŀǊ 
of project money is doubled from TRF 
funds that come back to the District.  
That is making the best use of money. 
 
Besides Matching Grants and District 
Simplified Grants, TRF also brings pro-
grams to us such as Ambassadorial 
(Global) Scholars, Peace Fellows, and 
Group Study Exchange, which are im-
portant to our clubsτonly through our 
continued contributions to TRF. 
 
More Rotarians in District 5960 are go-
ing  beyond the $100 annually as they 
contribute $1000 to become Paul Harris 
Fellows and Paul Harris Society Mem-
bers ($1000 annually) and $10,000 or 
more to become Major Donors or Be-
quest Society Members.  This Rotary 
year, South St. Paul/Inver Grove Heights 
became the first Rotary club in District 

5960 to become a 100% Paul Harris Fel-
low club. 
 
As Rotarians, The Rotary Foundation is 
OUR foundation.

(COL), established in 1933, meets 
every three years to consider 
changes to the RI Constitution, RI

convention plenary session into an 
independent legislative arm of Ro-
tary International.  This year's Coun-
cil will be considering more than 200 
pieces of legislation submitted by 
Rotary clubs, districts, and the RI 
Board of Directors, and compiled by 
RI staff.  PDG Steve Wilcox will be 
our COL Delegate.
