· Games will be officiated
· Games will be Full ice and last 75min
· Buzzer will blow every two minutes, which will result in a line change. 4 New players will go on the ice and play the “Live” puck to keep the flow of the game. 

· There will be no off-sides or Icing called during the sessions to keep the players moving the whole two minutes. 

· Penalties will result in a penalty shot. Players will play the puck in the event the shooter does not score. 

· Players will receive a pull over jersey each week, which will allow players to play on different teams each week. 

· Score will be kept during the games.
