Shakopee Baseball Team’s Responsibilities (Coaches assign jobs!!!):
[image: image1.emf]Pregame:

· Carefully remove tarp and sweep the mound and home plate areas in a circular motion from center to outside edge
· Chalk the lines and batters’ boxes
· Place the bases on the pegs – dig out around pegs for proper fit

· Warm up/catch in the outfield grass only; batting in cage

· No soft toss against the chain fences
After the game: 

· [image: image2.emf]Sweep out holes in clay mound – gently water the holes if possible – then refill and pack (use tamper) the mound with existing clay – no ag-lime  

· Rake and sweep the complete mound and home plate area in a circular motion working your way from the center to the outside edge

· Secure the tarp on the mound 

· Rake the semi-circles in front of each base (smooth ag-lime near grass lip)

· With a broom, sweep the grass lip 

(push ag-lime back into the base paths)

· Sweep out the dugouts and clean up any garbage around the field/fan area

· Return the bases to the shed



  

· Be sure everything is secured in shed

Leave the field in better shape than when you arrived – ready for the next team to play!  The city and school will only drag, mow, and paint the foul lines.  Teams/players/coaches need to do the rest – take pride in it!
