· Dean and Trevor have worked up a proposal for usage of the Tyco Road indoor facility, which was distributed to the board.

· U16B & U18B Academy Program

· The Academy was invited to renew its application for the 2010-2011 year.
· Maureen has signed and returned the application; MYS is committed for next year.

· Discussions are ongoing between Technical staff and Travel regarding adjustments to the Academy program to ensure its status is changed prior to the start of next season. A full update as to program changes will be presented at our April Board meeting.

· Field Development Initiative Report:  Rich Maresco, Director and Bill Gray, Deputy Director
· Bill Gray has worked with the county engineers to create a draft design for the Linway and Springhill #7 field sites. 
· He has scheduled and met several Home Owner Associations, including the Lewinsville Coalition, to explain the plans and MYS goal to build more artificial turf fields. 
· These two fields will not have lights at our request. The timing of construction has generally been set for the fall with the goal of having the fields completed for spring 2011 season.

· A total of 83 players had registered as of March 22.

· Expectation is that more will register as MYS sends out reminders to the membership and start date gets closer.
· Camp will be held the week of March 29, when FCPS is on Spring break.
· Spring 2010 Registration Summary

· As of March 22, 3037 players were registered for MYS Programs/Teams and 165 for Monday Night Training.

· Five to ten registrations come in every day now as people are deciding to register at the last minute.

· Summer Camp 

· Registrations are coming in slowly.
· As of March 22, 26 players are registered.
· E & F License Coaching Modules

· MYS hosted (2) modules:  the F (6-8) and (10-12) the weekend of March 13 & 14 with a total of 14 attendees (5 were non-MYS coaches).
· E License was canceled by VYSA in conjunction with Trevor, since we did not have 12 guaranteed attendees.  Class will be rescheduled in the Summer.
· If MYS does not require attendance at the modules to coach, we will have a continued problem with low attendance.

· MYS Chair recommended that the Commissioner and Deputy Commissioner work out a plan to track and record licensing for the Recreation coaches in MYS.
