Call to Order – Joe Donato

At 7:01pm President Joe Donato called the meeting to order. He thanked Mike Moore for his years of service as Booster Club President and mentoring.
Secretary’s Report – Donna Ostdiek
Donna circulated the September meeting minutes. After review, Kerry Smith motioned to accept the minutes. John Cornelius seconded the motion. The September meeting minutes were approved as is.

Treasurer Report – Kerry Smith 

Kerry submitted a written report of the booster club’s finances. Kerry will look into reconciling the 3 school accounts and report back to the booster. John Cornelius motioned to accept the treasurer’s report. Gordy seconded the motion. 

Coaches Report – Coach Joel Zejdlik /Jeff Wahl

Coach Zejdlik reported JV and Varsity players would practice together again this season. He expects 24-25 skaters and 2 goaltenders. He also has selected 2 team managers. Pete Samargia will run goalie clinics this season on Wednesdays. Coach Zejdlik stressed that player physicals must be current and paperwork must be completed and turned into the athletic office before players can step on the ice for tryouts on Monday, November 2nd. 

Joel reported there will be a bus for the New Prague tournament. Bus will drop the players at the New Prague rink on Friday and pick up the players from the rink on Saturday and return to Armstrong HS. Players will need to be shuttled to and from the rink/hotel before and after games. Joe Donato will ask for parent volunteers to help shuttle players at the parent meeting. Joe will check with the hotel about possibly getting an early check-in on a couple of rooms to store player bags.
Coach Zejdlik is looking into using the weight room at Armstrong HS a couple times a week before ice time. There is a scrimmage scheduled for Thursday, November 5th in Monticello. There will be no bus, players will need to find rides. Inventory of the player warm ups…2 large jackets and 1 large pant.
Coach Wahl reported the HS hockey association is recommending players bring their own water bottle to practices and games. 
Joe Donato reported during home games we cannot bring in hot food (crock-pot foods) for Center Club (former Redline Club). He stated we can work with that request and bring cold sandwiches, order pizzas, etc.  

Fundraising – John Joyce/absent

Coach Zejdlik stated he heard a lot of nice comments on the steak fry fundraiser. It was suggested next year the first shift and parent volunteers be there 30 minutes early. Customers were coming in right at 5:00. 
Kerry Smith reported volunteer slots for the Nike Bauer tournament are filling up nicely with volunteers from both the boys and girls teams, just need a few more slots filled by the girls team. Joe Donato will send an e-mail to families asking for more volunteers. Kerry reported there is an outdoor grill manager this year that will be there to help set up and clean up.

Joe suggested adding a volunteer coordinator position. The volunteer coordinator would organize volunteers for events and fundraisers. This will be discussed at a future meeting. Carol Johnson volunteered to print any signs/display posters we may want for display at events/fundraisers. Joe Donato will let John Joyce know and have John coordinate with Carol. 

Joe stated one of the ad selling teams for the Holiday Classic tournament, now has only 2 players. He stated we can leave it at that or add these players to another team. Since Lauren is in the lead with selling ads she can decide what she would like to do. Roger will let Joe know her decision. Team captains will organize sweatshirt orders. Gordy stated Mel will bring samples to tryouts.

New Business – Joe Donato

Joe would like to get a few parent volunteers to shadow the out going volunteer parents for the Holiday Classic Tournament.
After discussion of booster fees and club finances/fundraising, Kerry Smith motioned that booster fees be $125 per player. Mike Moore seconded the motion. One Nay, motioned passed.
All booster attendees were in favor to continue the subway box lunch for players on week day away games. Joe will ask for a parent volunteer to organize. Joe will have picture order forms ready and in the parent packet for the meeting. 5% of the photo proceeds will not go to the booster as stated it would in the September minutes. Roger and Carol Johnson will host a parent party again this year. The date is Saturday, November 21st starting at 6:00pm. More info will come.
