Call to Order – At 7:05pm President Mike Moore called the meeting to order.
Secretary’s Report – Donna Ostdiek
Donna circulated the August meeting minutes. After review, Joe Donato motioned to accept the minutes. Gordy Robertson seconded the motion. The August meeting minutes were approved as is.

Treasurer Report – Brenda Donato 

Joe Donato submitted a written report of the booster club’s finances. It was discussed the club should register with the State of Minnesota as a nonprofit, 501 C3, tax-exempt organization. Kerry Smith will check into and report back to the booster. Joe Donato motioned to accept the treasurer’s report. John Cornelius seconded the motion. 

Coaches Report – Coach Joel Zejdlik /Dan Berner

Coach Zejdlik reported this is their 5th year coaching the girl’s hockey team at Armstrong HS. He is looking forward to the last season in the Classic Lake conference. He reported they are not sure if they will run combined practices again this season, once the final numbers are in they will decide. He also reported defensive coach Paul Jensen, will be working part time with the team. Joel is working on getting Pete Samargia to work with the goalies.

Old business – Mike Moore

Mike reported he forwarded the Channel 12 Holiday Classic ad information to the coaches of the other teams and asked them to forward onto their players/families for an opportunity to advertise as well. Mike stated we need 25 players to register for the October warm-ups to break even. He reported 5 are registered as of now. Joe reported the team will need to purchase 18 water bottles this season and volunteered to take care of. Team Captain Mel Robertson will bring pucks from the New Hope rink to Plymouth for the first night of warm-ups. Kendra Verbeten has pucks and will bring as well. Murray Ginther agreed to run warm-ups again this year. Mike Moore made a motion to approve $500 for Murray’s pay to run the warm-ups. He stated it is the same amount we paid him last year. Joe Donato seconded the motion.

Joe will prepare materials for the parent meeting that will be held at the Plymouth Ice Arena, 7:00pm on Tuesday, November 3rd. Joe reported he put on hold 10 rooms at the AmericInn in New Prague for the November 27th and 28th tournament. The approximate cost for the players to stay is $800. The booster discussed and put to vote if this should be an out of town tournament. Attendees at the meeting voted, the majority vote was to have this an out of town tournament and stay the night in a hotel. Coach Zejdlik will check into on getting a bus to drop off the players on Friday and pick up on Saturday. 

Joe Donato inquired with National Sports Photos to take the individual and team pictures this year.

5% will go to the booster. The booster members were in favor. Joe will have an order form ready for the parent meeting. 

Fundraising – John Joyce
John Joyce brought the tickets for the steak fry to the booster meeting. John Cornelius will help distribute to players at the next showcase game. Mike will e-mail info to parents and have them send a check with their player made out to Armstrong booster. The steak fry volunteer schedule will be posted on Coach Zejdlik’s classroom door and will be e-mailed out. Players can stop by Zejdlik’s classroom to sign up.

John Joyce stated he would like a small poster with Armstrong logo to display at fundraiser events. He also would like thank you cards on hand with the Armstrong logo to send to businesses after a fundraiser event. John motioned to spend $30 to purchase a display poster. Mike Moore seconded the motion. Donna volunteered to print cards with the Armstrong logo and give to John.

John will distribute the Nike Bauer tournament volunteer schedule via e-mail asking families to volunteer for 2 shifts. 

New Business – Mike Moore 

Mike researched Armstrong logo stickers for player helmets, $6 per set. Mike made a motion to purchase helmet stickers up to $200. He will make sure they fit on a standard size helmet before purchasing. John Joyce seconded the motion.

Kendra Verbeten will order warm-up apparel for the new players. She will also look into pricing/ordering of team sweatshirts, an option for players to purchase. Kendra reported she has looked into hiring a professional trainer to run dryland twice a week in the month of October, Mondays and Thursdays. She reported the cost would be $100 per session and possibly held in the Armstrong HS weight room. After much discussion, members at the meeting liked the idea and ask her to move forward if she receives a commitment from at least 15 players. Kendra motioned the booster pay up to $400 and will have a minimum of 15 players. Mike Moore seconded the motion.

Booster club elections were held for the 2009-10 season. John Joyce volunteered to return as Fundraising Coordinator, Donna Ostdiek to return as Secretary, Kerry Smith to replace Brenda Donato as Treasurer and Joe Donato as booster club president. Booster club Vice President is an open position. All members were in favor to accept the positions. Motion was carried.
