DSEHC Policy Statement

Sponsorships, Donations, and Team Fundraising

Sponsorships: A sponsorship will be considered any contribution, Cash or Equipment, which REQUIRES A COPY of DSEHC’s 501(c) (3) letter.  Any use of the sponsor’s logo or the use of the DSEHC logo, letters, or name must be DSEHC Board approved. Please refer to the attached 2010-2011 sponsorship opportunities for sponsorship levels.

1. CASH sponsorships are preferred to be directed to the organization as a whole to keep down the cost of hockey for all players
2. CASH sponsorships can be directed to a given team but not a specific player.  The funds will be allocated as follows: 85% of the sponsorship amount will go to the team, and 15% will go to the organization to be deposited into the Jennifer A. Kemp Scholarship Fund.  All funds for the team must be equally distributed to the benefit of all players on the team. ALL sponsorship checks should be made out to DSEHC and the organization will in turn promptly write a check to the appropriate team, taking out their percentage.

3. ALL sponsorship checks should be made out to DSEHC and the organization will in turn promptly write a check to the appropriate team, taking out their percentage.

4. DSEHC EQUIPMENT sponsorship will be any equipment that a sponsor may want to purchase for a whole team or several teams within the DSEHC organization. 

Donations: A donation is cash or equipment contribution to a team in which a 501(c) (3) letter is NOT REQUIRED.  Any use of a sponsor’s logo or DSEHC logo, letters or name must be DSEHC Board approved.

Fundraisers: A fundraiser is considered any team organized event and includes:  team raffles, silent auctions, car washes, scratch-off cards, family support banners, Car hops, garage sales or any other item sold by a team to raise money.

1. All donations and proceeds from team fundraisers will go 100% to the team fund.  

2. Any team organized event (e.g. silent auction or raffle) must receive Board approval 30 days in advance.  Teams should plan these events in other months as not to conflict with any DSEHC activities.

3. Any item that will be sold to raise money and contains the DSEHC name or logo must have Board approval before commencing with the fundraiser. 85% of the profits for this fundraising will go to the team and 15% will go to the organization to be deposited into the Jennifer A. Kemp Scholarship Fund.

The DSEHC Board of Directors reserves the right to revise this policy at any time. Any team accepting sponsorships, donations, or conducting fundraisers not in compliance with this policy statement may forfeit its share of the funds raised.

It remains DSEHC policy that any use of the name logo, and any proposal to add sponsor names or logos to any team uniforms, apparel or equipment are subject to prior approval of the DSEHC Board of Directors.
