1. Approval of Agenda

2.         Discussion was held re: Dates of the Girl’s Holiday and Roses Tournaments

· Mike Timmons suggested the calendar be reviewed with an eye toward making sure dates of Girl’s tournaments adequately take into consideration overall effect on SAHA and dates chosen should be based on least disruption of ice needs as possible. 

· Bob Kaufman conducted on line search for tournaments being held over the New Year’s Holiday, identified at least one that teams from boys program historically have attended

· Decision by Girl’s Tournament Director to pencil in Holiday Tournament for December 31 to January 2, if no issues with this date then will set on these dates. 

3.         Brief discussion regarding Dan Raleigh voted in as Treasurer via electronic vote. 

4.         Discussion re financial assistance program. 

· Introduce Coleen Siegfried  as financial assistance coordinator

· Discuss that each year we receive requests for financial assistance, last year 35.

· Last year received gift of $10K used for purpose of providing financial assistance, discussed that we cannot expect to receive gifts like this each year and that we do not want to set a precedent or expectation that we will have this level of funding each year. 

· Discussed need for a mission statement for SAHA regarding providing financial assistance and making hockey available. 

· Bob K suggests a position that limits access to financial assistance to those who take advantage of available fund raising opportunities, discussion held around this concept which makes members responsible to do what they can to pay for hockey before assuming financial aid will be available. 

· Discussion around targeting financial aid to those at the younger levels where we can impact the highest number of kids in an attempt to make hockey available and create interest in hockey as a sport of choice. 

· Further discussion around mission statement bullet points were identified for inclusion into a mission statement that is to be developed and circulated and eventually posted. 

· Key points are that financial aid will be provided on a limited basis due to the limited amount of funds available and that some key criteria to consider in addition to need will be 

· If new to hockey and have desire to try, 

· Effort by those seeking aid to offset cost of hockey by taking advantage of available fund raising through SAHA 


· Unique case by case circumstances. 

5.         Payment Plan rules discussed, will have a check pay option to market choice not to have to pay the $30 credit card fee.

U14 and Jr Gold will not have to pay at time of registration

6.         Reviewed numbers on proposed budget discussed changes to boys uniform costs, and changes to girls budget re ITP training, number of players per level for girls teams change from 17 to 16, ice hours for both girls and boys adjusted, girls include a cost for player development of $10 or more to cover in the event of not having Lumber Jack beer sales money available.
