Approval of Minutes: Minutes from March were handed out. Motion to approve by Myron, Second by Andy – Passed
Treasurer’s Report: Linda handed out the financial reports and briefly discussed our current financial situation. Currently there are only 3 players who have not paid their fee in full.  Linda suggested a budget meeting prior to the May 13th retreat meeting. Teams: Congratulations to Our Squirt Teams in qualifying for the CAHA Cup.  Neither team advanced to the finals however both teams played well and enjoyed the experience.
Discussion was held regarding the past season Midget A team and issues with the High School program, and team issues in general. Consensus of Board Members present decided VEHA needed to address team declarations with the following policies and procedures.

Motion: Final team declarations are the ultimate decision of the VEHA Board of Directors and they must give final approval prior to the league deadline each year.   Moved by Alan, Second Myron – passed
Motion : The VEHA Board of Directors views the USA Hockey Midget program as a developmental program as such VEHA will field a Midget Minor League program for freshman and sophomores ( 15 and 16 yrs old ) until such time as the number of players who have aged out of the Midget Minor program and are not playing High School hockey is substantial enough to elicit Board review.  Moved by Andy, Second Myron – Passed
