Board Nomination:  Maureen Dalbec, Chairman
Motion: To approve Markus Rodlauer as the Deputy Travel Director on MYS Board for 2010-2011 term.
· Background:  Markus Rodlauer currently works for the International Monetary Fund and has been an active member of MYS for many years. All three of his children are playing in MYS.  He coached them in House League, was team manager for his son’s MYS team, and is an active grade 8 referee.
Motion was seconded and after Board Discussion, Markus Rodlauer was approved unanimously as the Deputy Travel Director.

Chairman’s Report:  Maureen Dalbec, Chairman
· Goals for Goals Proposal from TRIAD Trust
· To celebrate the upcoming 2010 FIFA World Cup in South Africa, McLean Youth Soccer was invited to partner with The TRIAD Trust during its Goals for Goals, a Fundraising plan that will connect youth soccer participants around the world during the World Cup.
· MYS players would collect donations by check or donations could be made on-line for each goal scored in the World Cup.
· Deadline to make donations is June 7th.
· Proposal was distributed to MYS Board Members a couple weeks ahead of the meeting due to the early June deadline.
· Board Members were concerned about the limited time for the Fundraising process to be implemented.
Motion: To approve the TRIAD TRUST proposal and distribute to MYS members so they can choose to participate in this fundraising initiative.

Field Development:  Rich Maresco and Bill Gray, Directors

· Linway Park Development
MOTION:  To approve an expenditure of up to $750,000 for the Linway Park Field to be sent as a donation to the Fairfax County Park Authority for the design and construction of an artificial turf field at Linway Terrace Park.  FCPA is expected to help fund the cost of this expenditure with an approval of a mini-grant of $150,000. This total amount of $750,000 includes this financial award of $150,000. Including this financial award, the total MYS donation for this field will not exceed $600,000. 
Motion was seconded and after Board discussion, the MOTION was approved.
· Spring Hill #7
· Supervisor John Foust will hold a public hearing on Thursday, June 10 at 7:30 PM to at the McLean Government Center to discuss developing a full sided regulation turf soccer field.
· MYS will communicate this to its members in the surrounding neighborhoods to gain their support thru emails.
· Board Members were encouraged to attend the meeting.

· Other Field Development in McLean

· Bill Gray and Rich Maresco have conducted several meetings with neighborhoods that surround fields in McLean over the past several months to discuss future field development which include: Police Field, Madeira School, Lewinsiville Park #2 and #3, McLean and Langley High Schools, and Langley Fork Park.
· MYS Cup – May 7 at McLean High School
· Supervisor John Foust awarded the trophies to the winning schools.

· McLean won the Girls Trophy for the upcoming year.

· Langley won the Boys Trophy for the upcoming year.

· Post Game Lunch held to honor Principals, Activities Directors, and Team Captains from both high schools.
· Rich Maresco thanked them all for their participation and leadership in the community.

Strategic Planning:  David Stirling, Director
· On-line Membership Survey 
· David Striling provided strategic survey suggestions which were mapped out and circulated to the Board; he is looking to the Board assist in developing metrics.
· MYS has an annual contract with Survey Monkey, so we can proceed with developing the survey.

Travel Report:  Dean Cretsinger, Director
· Admission of New Team – Premier Athletic Club (PAC) Ice

· Team has Roster of 18 with 17 residing within the McLean/Langley HS pyramid.

· The Ice currently play in NCSL Division 5. 
· The team is professionally coached by Jamil Walker, former coach of the MYS U19B Raptors. He currently holds a USSF B License. 
· The technical staff has reviewed their application and endorse their joining MYS. In this age group (boys) we would have a team in Div. 1,2, and 5.

· Team has agreed to take field space at a lower ranking than normally permitted a U-17 team and agreed to accept off-hours practice times.  (e.g. Friday afternoon/evenings).

· Team has agreed to abide by all coaching requirements associated with and in accordance to our Technical Staff's policies.
Motion: To approve the PAC Ice U-16 Boys team to join MYS starting in the Fall 2010 as a U-17 team playing in the NCSL.
Motion was seconded and after Board discussion, the MOTION was approved.
· Academy Update:
· Technical Staff are in the process of interviewing new coaching staff and have a tentative agreement with a U-16 Coach and are negotiating with a coach to head up the U-18 team.

· Final decisions are expected prior to the USSF Academy General Meeting (Memorial Day).

· German Peri, as Academy Director, will hire two additional assistant coaches in the coming weeks.
· The Academy will be leaving for the Showcase in Florida tomorrow.
Administrator Report:  Eileen Hopkins, Club Administrator
· Final Spring 2010 Registration Summary

· Total of 3,185 players were enrolled in all MYS Programs during the Spring 2010 season which include Recreation, MPS & MYS Travel, U5 Soccer and TOP Soccer.  This is an increase of 43 players over Fall 2009.
· Monday Night Training Registrations, totaling (213), were almost identical to the number from Fall 2009 (218).

· Additionally, MYS added Adult League participants to the registration system for the first time totaling 53, which are not included in the player registration count.

· 2010 MYS PSA Summer Camp 
· Total of 145 players are registered which is an increase of 23% over May 2009.

· Start date has been delayed to the week of June 28 due to the additional school days FCPS added the week of June 21.

Recreation Report:  Jane Scott Jones, Recreation Commissioner
· House/Recreation & SFL Updates
· House program has two game weekends left in the season, to include playoffs for the U10-11s and all 47 SFL teams, June 12-13.  
· MYS has formed 25 All Star teams to participate in the FPYC-sponsored tournament, June 19-20.  This includes teams from both genders, U8-U12, as well as 3 boys' and 2 girls' teams from the older age groups.
· The U7 Academy has been very well-received this season.  We shall be polling the current coaches for any further comments or suggestions, and holding a meeting in early June for the rising U7s, coaches and families, to introduce the U7 Academy to them.
· With the recent arrival of the new Deputy Commissioner, there has been a review of the duties and how they are organized.  Suzanne Deitch will take over operational responsibility for the All Star program, and for the House Financial Aid process, in the Fall. She is conducting a review of the ratings and team formation process, with the goal of communicating with the rising U9-U13 coaches shortly.  We shall be working on expectations and sanctions to do with coach training together.
· Looking for a Quartermaster, which is a non-Board position.
· Senior shirts will be ordered for graduating Seniors in all programs; Markus Rodlauer will give Jane a list from Travel & MPS.
· Fall 2010 U10 & U11 Round Robin Trophies were never used since the tournament was rained out; new plates will be ordered for the trophies for the Spring Round Robin tournament.

New Business: 
· DC United Sponsorship:  John von Seggern, Development Director
· Proposal was submitted to John von Seggern and circulated to the Board for discussion. 
· Any sponsorship totaling $10,000 or more requires BOD approval.
· Monies would go toward club finances.
· John will continue to keep the BOD updated.
· Proposal to Purchase Washington Freedom/DC United Tickets:  Dean Cretsinger

· To support the growth of soccer in all its forms (recreation, travel, semi-pro, & professional) this proposal would authorize MYS to buy four season tickets to each of our local professional Soccer teams (D.C. United & Washington Freedom).
· Tickets could be used to recognize volunteer; however process to manage distribution would have to be detailed.
· Price of $1500 for Freedom and $2,000 for DC United would be pro-rated since seasons have already begun.
Motion: To approve MYS' acquisition of four season tickets each to the Washington Freedom and D.C. United for the current season.
Motion was seconded and after Board discussion, the MOTION was defeated.
