MYHA players to participate in the summer stick-handling, shooting development program.   
 
The MYHA Puck Challenge is sponsored by Moorhead Youth Hockey Association.  The challenge is designed to encourage hockey players to develop 
good stick handling and shooting skills as well as recognize their dedication to the sport of hockey.   
 
The MYHA program will be structured for 14U/Bantam, 12U/Peewee players.  The players will be asked to commit themselves to attending sessions on 
Tuesdays and Thursdays, 5 weeks in July and August 2010.

Winning was a habit of Jonathan Toews, who was a stud at UND for the two seasons 

that he played there.  Continuing his stellar play, he received Stanley Cup Playoff MVP 

honors in 2010.  Toews is also the youngest player (22 years old) to become a member 

of the Triple Gold Club (Olympic gold, Stanley Cup, World Championship).  Our hats 

are off to the Chicago Blackhawks,  who were seeded No. 2, but finished as No. 1.
