Tournament Rules and Regulations
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The Tournament Director or his/her designated representative will be in attendance throughout the entire tournament.  In the event of a problem or dispute, the decision of the Tournament Director or his/her representative shall be final.
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A team representative or manager from each team must supply to the PRAHA Tournament Director before their first game the following information:  Properly certified team roster that is signed and stamped by the Registrar or the Associate Registrar at check-in one hour before your team’s first game.   Government issued birth certificates must be available, and will be checked against rosters during check-in.  These records must be with a team official during all games.   
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An Emergency Medical Technician will be present at each game.  In the event of an injury, no team official will be allowed on the ice unless the EMT or Game Referee makes a specific request for a team official.
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All games will be officiated by USA Hockey Registry Referees.
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All games will be played under USA Hockey Rules as modified by MAHA, with exceptions as listed below.
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All players are required to wear HECC approved helmets and face masks.  Mouth Guards are to be worn by all USA hockey players and must be colored.
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A maximum of twenty (20) players may be on the roster and dressed by each team for each game.  A maximum of four (4) coaches will be allowed in the player’s boxes.  These adults must also be officially rostered and insured.  A game roster must be furnished to the scorekeeper thirty (30) minutes prior to the start of each game, indicating the starting line-up.
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The TOP TEAM or the HOST TEAM (Park Rapids) in each bracket is designated the home team, and will wear light colored jerseys.  Park Rapids will always be the home team in games they are playing in their hosted tournament.
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Each team will be ready to go on the ice at least fifteen (15) minutes before their scheduled game time.  This is to assure a timely and smooth running tournament.  Your team will be allowed on the ice after resurfacing is complete and when the rink attendant has closed the gate.  
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Each team will be allowed one (1) one-minute time-out during a game.
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During any game in the third period, if a team is ahead by five (5) or more goals, running time will be used until the margin is fewer than five (5) goals, then stop time will be resumed. 
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Bantam and U14 games will be three (3) fifteen (15) minute stop time periods.  All other games (PeeWee, Squirt, U12, & U10) will be three (3) twelve (12) minute stop time periods.  Resurfacing will be done every two (2) periods for Bantam & PeeWee games.   Girls’ and Squirt games will be resurfaced at the end of each game.  However the tournament committee reserves the right to change the resurfacing schedule if needed, due to overtime games, rink problems, or injuries.  Coaches from both teams will be notified prior to their games if alternative resurfacing plans are needed.

[image: image13.wmf]  The Squirt and Girls tournaments will not use the “blue” puck.  The tournament officials will allow blue pucks to be used in warm-ups, but the game puck will remain the standard black puck.   
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Overtime:  If there is a tie at the end of regulation time there will be a two (2) minute rest followed by five (5) minutes running time three (3) on three (3) sudden death overtime period.  During the three (3) on three (3) overtime, if a penalty is called, the on ice numeric strength will be adjusted accordingly.  After the five (5) minute over-time and the game is still tied, there will be a shoot-out.   On Sunday, if there is a tie at the end of the game between losing teams from games five (5) and six (6), the game will end in a tie and NOT go into overtime.
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Shoot-out Rules:  Players will begin from the red line.  Only one (1) shot allowed – no rebounds.  If player looses control of the puck it will count as shot on goal.  The goalies will remain in the net as they were in at the end of the third period.  The first group of five (5) players, determined by the coach at the end of overtime, will take alternate shots in the opponent’s goalie, the visitor being the first to shoot.  If there is a goal difference after all five (5) players have taken their shot, the team with the most goals will be the winner of the game.  If there is still a tie players will alternate shots in sudden death, the visitor being the first to shoot.  When one team scores and the other does not, the team that scores will be the winner.  A team must use all rostered players once before any player can take a second shot.  A player with time remaining on his/her penalty after three (3) on three (3) play is completed will not be allowed to participate in the shoot-out.  
[image: image16.wmf]  Trophies will be awarded on Sunday.  Team trophies will be awarded for first, second, third and consolation.  Individual medals are awarded to 1st, 2nd and 3rd place team members.
[image: image17.wmf]   Locker room keys are available at tournament headquarters.  A set of car keys will be required as a deposit for the key.  You are asked to keep the locker room clean.  Any damage occurred during the tournament will be the responsibility of the team management.  Although locker rooms can be locked, we strongly suggest that you do not leave valuables in the locker rooms during your games.  Neither the PRAHA nor Ted O Johnson Arena will be responsible for lost or stolen articles.
